It's that time of year when we inform you of the deadline that we would like you to bring in all of 

your tabs. Your tabs make up our huge wall of approximately 325 - 350 large white bags at our 

June wheelchair assembly. Please bring them in no later than Friday, May 30th. This way, 

there will be enough time for our helpers at Trailblazers to bag all that comes in and deliver them 

to our Access Storage unit.

In the end, they will give you a receipt for what you brought in and our 

account will be credited. They in turn, give us a cheque for what has come in during the past 

year.
