INTRODUCTION:  We are on a journey -  to focus on moving towards being the church God wants us to be.  Are main theme as been “All In,” signifying the level of commitment we’d like to reach to honor God in all that we do.  We have defined our commitment in three distinct areas: Prayer, Serving, and Community.  We recently finished a study on being All In with Prayer, and now we look to what it means to be All In for Serving.  Last week we looked at the EXACTNESS of being a servant, and today we look at the EXTENT of being a servant.

1.  LIVE OVERALL FOR THE FATHER
