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Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, everything the Word says I can do, and I will do it, IN JESUS NAME!
Text: John 14:16-17 AMPC And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, and Standby), that He may remain with you forever 17 The Spirit of Truth, Whom the world cannot receive (welcome, take to its heart), because it does not see Him or know and recognize Him. But you know and recognize Him, for He lives with you [constantly] and will be IN you.
Proposition/Purpose: We are going to be focusing on the Holy Spirit IN us. Being born-again is not just an experience we had, but is receiving the INDWELLING Presence of the Holy Spirit, the third Person of the Godhead, Who came to live IN us. We are going to look closer at His ministry in us and how we can respond to Him to see God manifest His plan and purpose for our lives. The New Testament outlines three things that God sustains towards humanity. 

I. God FOR Us, God WITH Us, God IN Us	
1. Romans 8:31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 
A. There is NO defeat, in God.
B. When we KNOW that “All things are possible to him who believes” we will become fearless and as bold as a lion. (Luke 10:19 – the authority of the believer)
2. Hebrews 13:5-6 For He Himself has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” 6 So we may boldly say: “The LORD is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?”
A. Acknowledge the Great, I AM and He will help you and see you through every situation, every time.
B. We never need to pray – God go with me or be with me. He will not ever leave you. Just acknowledge Him, in faith.
3. 1 Corinthians 6:19 AMPC Do you not know that your body is the temple (the very sanctuary) of the Holy Spirit Who lives within you, Whom you have received [as a Gift] from God? You are not your own,
A. In the Old Testament, the believer could by faith walk in the promise that God was for them and with them. In the New Testament, God is IN us!
B. God moved in at the new birth, and made His home in us.
C. The Glorious Presence of God is in us now and will be forever! We are inseparable!

II. We are the Temple of the Holy Spirit	
1. 1 Corinthians 3:16 AMPC Do you not discern and understand that you [the whole church at Corinth] are God’s temple (His sanctuary), and that God’s Spirit has His permanent dwelling in you [to be at home in you, collectively as a church and also individually]?
A. We the believers are now the temple or the very dwelling place of the Presence of God.
2. 2 Corinthians 6:16 AMPC What agreement [can there be between] a temple of God and idols? For we are the temple of the living God; even as God said, I will dwell in and with and among them and will walk in and with and among them, and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.
A. In the O.T. the Presence of God was in the man-made Temple and then only in the Holy of Holies in which only the high priest could only enter in, once a year.
B. The crowning achievement of the Plan of Redemption was this. God loves us so much that He moved into us and made us one together with Him, now and for all time!
C. We were designed by Agape-Love Himself to be His Temple and to live together eternally as one!
3. Application: John 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever
A. He does not come and go. We must awaken to the fact that God is forever in us and we are not alone.
B. The awareness of this will cause us to walk, talk, and act differently.
C. This should cause us to acknowledge Him and allow Him to be our God in all our affairs.
D. We should be aware of power of God and that in Him there are no more impossibilities. (Mark 9:23)

III. The Greater One in Us
1. 2 Corinthians 4:4 AMPC For the god of this world has blinded the unbelievers’ minds [that they should not discern the Truth], preventing them from seeing the illuminating light of the Gospel of the glory of Christ (the Messiah), Who is the Image and Likeness of God.
A. satan is the god of this world but now IN Christ he is no longer our god and has no authority or rights to limit us to the natural world. 
B. Fear will never again have any place in our lives.
C. I AM A BORN-AGAIN SPIRIT-FILLED CHILD OF THE MOST HIGH GOD!
2. 1 John 4:4 You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He who is in you is greater than he who is in the world.
A. My faith is in the GREATER ONE and expect Him to do and to be whatever the situation demands.
1) He is everything IN me that the Word says He is.
2) He will do everything IN me that the Word says He will do.
3) He will be everything IN me that the Word says He will be.
B. There are limits to how big our physical bodies can grow.
C. Not so in the Spirit. God is infinitely bigger than all we can think are imagine. There are no limits! Take the limits off God.
3. Application: All we have to remember and speak out in faith is “GREATER IS HE WHO IS IN ME” than he that is in the world! 
A. Now walk, talk, and act like it, by faith! 
B. What you really believe, is what you will really act on, and that is what will really work for you.

IV. The Holy Spirit Within – The Fruit of the Recreated Spirit	
1. Galatians 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 
A. At the new birth Christ moved in and with Him the fruit of the Spirit came in.
B. There are 9 fruits of the Spirit at the new birth and there are 9 gifts of the Spirit which are a result of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
C. These should all be in operation in our lives. It is up to us to cultivate them.
2. Luke 24:51-53 Now it came to pass, while He blessed them, that He was parted from them and carried up into heaven. 52 And they worshiped Him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy, 53 and were continually in the temple praising and blessing God. Amen.
A. The was after Jesus Resurrection but before the Day of Pentecost. 
B. Great Joy was a manifestation of the fruit of the Spirit after they were born-again and apart from being baptized in the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.
3. Application: As we yield to God and are obedient to be doers of the Word the Life of the Holy Spirit will cause us to grow continually in the fruit of the Spirit.
A. The main purpose of the indwelling Presence of the Holy Spirit in our lives is so that we will produce the fruit of the Spirit.

V. Holy Spirit Our Helper and Comforter
1. John 14:16-18 AMPC And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, and Standby), that He may remain with you forever— 17 The Spirit of Truth, Whom the world cannot receive (welcome, take to its heart), because it does not see Him or know and recognize Him. But you know and recognize Him, for He lives with you [constantly] and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you as orphans [comfortless, desolate, bereaved, forlorn, helpless]; I will come [back] to you.
A. Many have missed the reality of what the Holy Spirit is here to do on a continual basis. 
B. All we need to do is acknowledge Him and yield ourselves to His ministry in our lives.
2. Scriptural Support: Hebrews 13:5-6 For He Himself has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” 6 So we may boldly say: “The LORD is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?”
A. Acknowledge the Great, I AM and He will help you and see you through every situation, every time.
B. We never need to pray – God go with me or be with me. He will not ever leave you. Just acknowledge Him in faith.

VI. Holy Spirit Our Guide
1. Scriptural Support: John 16:13 However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. 
A. The Holy Spirit will lead us and reveal to us all Truth. (John 17:17) 
2. Romans 8:14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.
B. We are not our own. The Word of God by the leadership of the Holy Spirit is to guide ALL our affairs of life. 
C. We cannot be led until we die to our flesh and place ourselves completely unto His keeping.
D. It does no good to pray to God for direction or insight unless you are submitted to do what He says.
E. We start by first walking in the light that we have and as we do, He will reveal more and more.
3. Illustration: What good what it do us if we were to hire a guide to take you and a trip but not stop and listen to what they said or if you did listen and then not follow them?   

VII. Holy Spirit Testifies of Jesus
1. John 15:26 “But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of Truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me.
A. He will always point us to the Word and testifies of the finished works of Jesus in our lives.
2. John 16:14 He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you.
A. All we could ever need for Him to be for us, He IS!
3. John 14:26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you.
A. God made His home in us and when we need Him, Holy Spirit will bring to our remembrance the Word of God we need for the situation.
4. Application: Psalm 119:11 “Your word I have hidden in my heart,”
A. We MUST be continually feeding on the Word of God and allowing Holy Spirit to reveal it so He can manifest in our lives.

VIII. Receiving the Holy Spirit
1. The new birth or salvation was made available to the whole world when Jesus took our place at Calvary and was raised from the dead. Likewise, the Holy Spirit has already been given to every believer on the Day of Pentecost. In both cases we must believe it and receive it, by faith.
A. The only qualification for receiving the Baptism of the Holy Spirit is to be born-again.
2. Mark 11:24 Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.
A. Ask, believe you receive, and open your mouth, and start speaking out the sounds, syllables, and words the Holy Spirit brings you up out of your spirit (not your head). He will do it, every time.
3. Acts 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
A. “They” are the understood subject. He will baptize you but you must do the speaking, by faith.
