SCRIPTURE LESSON                                                           Ephesians 5:1-20 (NIV) 
Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly loved children and live a life of love, just as 

Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.  
But among you there must not be even a hint of sexual immorality, or of any kind of 

impurity, or of greed, because these are improper for God’s holy people. Nor should there 
be obscenity, foolish talk or coarse joking, which are out of place, but rather thanksgiving. 
For of this you can be sure: No immoral, impure or greedy person—such a person is an 
idolater—has any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no one deceive you 
with empty words, for because of such things God’s wrath comes on those who are disobe-
dient. Therefore do not be partners with them.  

For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of 
light (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) and find 
out what pleases the Lord. Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but 
rather expose them. For it is shameful even to mention what the disobedient do in secret. 
But everything exposed by the light becomes visible, for it is light that makes everything 
visible. This is why it is said:  

              “Wake up, O sleeper,  
                rise from the dead,  
                and Christ will shine on you.”  
 

Be very careful, then, how you live—not as unwise but as wise, making the most of 
every opportunity, because the days are evil. Therefore do not be foolish, but understand 
what the Lord’s will is. Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be 
filled with the Spirit. Speak to one another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing 
and make music in your heart to the Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for eve-
rything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

“A.L.I.V.E. – Imitators of Jesus” 
Series – Ephesians: A.L.I.V.E. in Christ

Background to Ephesians: The Apostle Paul arrived in Ephesus in A.D. 52 and evangelized there 
for two years (Acts 19:10). Paul performed numerous miracles during this time (Acts 19:11-12), 
demonstrating the power of Jesus' name over demon possession (Acts 19:13-16), magic practices 
(Acts 19:17-19), and the worship of Artemis (Acts 19:23-41). As a result, "the word of the Lord grew in 
power" (Acts 19:20). When Paul departed, he left behind a thriving and healthy church, as noted in 
Acts 20:16-38 during his journey to Jerusalem. Paul's letter to the Ephesians was one of his later 
epistles, along with Philippians and Colossians (collectively known as “the prison letters”) be-
cause he composed them from his Roman prison cell.  
 
Theme – Counter-Cultural: How does the Church overcome the influence of the culture sur-
rounding her? Paul’s answer is clear: through the immeasurable power of the Living God, the 
Church can live in the culture but not of the culture by embracing God’s grace as the source of 
their identity and power. 
 
Literary Structure: This letter is structured into two main sections. Chapters 1-3 focus on Ortho-
doxy (thinking aligned with God’s Kingdom). Chapters 4-6 focus on Orthopraxy (behavior 
aligned with God’s Kingdom).
