“Fan Into Flame”
2 Timothy 1:1-14
Introduction: Picture the scene: Rekindling a campfire
Paul urges young Timothy to “fan into flame the gift of God” (v.6).
“The gift of God” = the Holy Spirit, and the spiritual gifts He gives to each believer.

Spiritual gifts are abilities with which God accomplishes his redeeming work through his
church.

Every believer has been given unique spiritual gifts.

How do we “fan in to flame” these gifts?

-An example from “the Parable of the Talents” (Matt. 25:14-30)

-put our gifts into action to be an instrument of God’s work in the world
-A personal example: serve whenever possible and your gifts will emerge.

There is no greater joy than serving God in our giftedness, as his channel of light to the
world!
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
