GATHERING HYMN                                                                                 Please Stand         
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The Rite of Holy Baptism 
For Scout Allen Steiner 

 
P  In Holy Baptism our gracious heavenly Father liberates us from sin and death by joining 
us to the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are born children of a fallen 
humanity; in the waters of Baptism we are reborn children of God and inheritors of eternal 
life. By water and the Holy Spirit we are made members of the Church which is the body 
of Christ. As we live with him and with his people, we grow in faith, love, and obedience 
to the will of God. 
 

 The sponsors  present  the candidate with these  words: 
 

R I present Scout Allen to receive the Sacrament of Holy Baptism. 
 

P In Christian love you have presented Scout Allen for Holy Baptism. You should, 
therefore, faithfully bring himto the services of God's house, and teach him the Lord's 
Prayer, the Creed, and the Ten Commandments. As he grows in years, you should place in 
him hands the Holy Scriptures and provide for his instruction in the Christian faith, that, 
living in the covenant of his Baptism and in communion with the Church, he may lead a 
godly life  until the day of Jesus Christ. 
 

Do you promise to fulfill these obligations? 
R  I do. 
 

P Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
C It is right to give him thanks and praise. 
 

P Holy God, mighty Lord, gracious Father: We give you thanks, for in the beginning your 
Spirit moved over the waters and you created heaven and earth. By the gift of water you 
nourish and sustain us and all living things. 
 

By the waters of the flood you condemned the wicked and saved those whom you had 
chosen, Noah and his family. You led Israel by the pillar of cloud and fire through the  
sea, out of slavery into the freedom of the promised land. In the waters of the Jordan your 
Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Spirit. By the baptism of his own death 
and resurrection your beloved Son has set us free from the bondage to sin and death, and  
has opened the way to the joy and freedom of everlasting life. He made water a sign of 
the kingdom and of cleansing and rebirth. In obedience to his command, we make 
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit. 
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Pour out your Holy Spirit, so that he who is here baptized may be given new life. Wash 
away the sin of he who is cleansed by this water and bring her forth as an inheritor of your 
glorious kingdom. 
 
To you be given praise and honor and worship through your Son, Jesus Christ our Lord, in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever.   
C Amen 

 

P I ask you our Baptismal party, as well as the assembled people of God, to profess your 
faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess the faith of the Church, the faith in which we 
baptize. 
 

P Do you renounce all the forces of evil, the devil, and all his empty promises 
C I do. 
 

P Do you believe in God the Father, Jesus Christ, the Son of God, and God the Holy Spirit 
as we profess in the words of the Apostles Creed? 
C I do. 
 

P Scout Allen is baptized in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen 
 

P God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, we give you thanks for freeing your sons and 
daughters from the power of sin and for raising them up to a new life through this holy 
sacrament. Pour your Holy Spirit upon Scout Allen: the spirit of wisdom and 
understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the 
Lord, the spirit of joy in your presence.  
C Amen 
 

The minister marks the sign of the cross on the forehead  of the baptized. Oil prepared for 
this purpose may be used. As the sign of the cross is made, the minister says: 
 
Scout Allen, child of God, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked with the 
cross of Christ forever. 
R Amen 
 
A lighted candle may be given to the baptized (to the sponsor of a young child) by the 
minister who says: 
 

P Let your light so shine before others that they may see your good works and glorify your 
Father in heaven. 
 

When small children are baptized, this prayer may be said. 
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P O God, the giver of all life, look with kindness upon John and Chantel. Let them ever 
rejoice in the gift you have given them. Make them teachers and examples of 
righteousness for Scout Allen. Strengthen them in their own Baptism so they may share 
eternally with their children the salvation you have given them, through Jesus Christ our 
Lord.

CHILDREN’S SERMON    
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HYMN OF PRAISE 
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FIRST READING                                                                 GENESIS 18:20-32 
 

In today’s reading, Abraham undertakes the role of a mediator between God and sinful 
humanity. Appealing to God’s justice, Abraham boldly asks for mercy for the city of 
Sodom for the sake of the few righteous people there, including Abraham’s nephew, Lot. 
 

20 Then the LORD said, “How great is the outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah and how 
very grave their sin! 21 I must go down and see whether they have done altogether accord-
ing to the outcry that has come to me, and if not, I will know.” 
  22 So the men turned from there and went toward Sodom, while Abraham remained 
standing before the LORD. 23 Then Abraham came near and said, “Will you indeed sweep 
away the righteous with the wicked? 24 Suppose there are fifty righteous within the city; 
will you then sweep away the place and not forgive it for the fifty righteous who are in 
it? 25 Far be it from you to do such a thing, to slay the righteous with the wicked, so that 
the righteous fare as the wicked! Far be that from you! Shall not the Judge of all the earth 
do what is just?” 26 And the LORD said, “If I find at Sodom fifty righteous in the city, I 
will forgive the whole place for their sake.” 27 Abraham answered, “Let me take it upon 
myself to speak to my lord, I who am but dust and ashes. 28 Suppose five of the fifty 
righteous are lacking? Will you destroy the whole city for lack of five?” And he said, “I 
will not destroy it if I find forty-five there.” 29 Again he spoke to him, “Suppose forty are 
found there.” He answered, “For the sake of forty I will not do it.” 30 Then he said, “Oh, 
do not let my lord be angry if I speak. Suppose thirty are found there.” He answered, “I 
will not do it, if I find thirty there.” 31 He said, “Let me take it upon myself to speak to my 
lord. Suppose twenty are found there.” He answered, “For the sake of twenty I will not 
destroy it.” 32 Then he said, “Oh, do not let my lord be angry if I speak just once more. 
Suppose ten are found there.” He answered, “For the sake of ten I will not destroy it.”

SECOND READING                                                        COLOSSIANS 2:6-15 [16-19] 

The writer of this letter warns the congregation in Colossae about “the empty lure” of 
philosophies and traditions that compromise faith. Through the gift of faith, the church is 
mystically connected with Christ in his death and resurrection which is enacted in 
baptism. 

6 As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, continue to walk in him, 7 rooted 
and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding in 
thanksgiving. 
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  8 Watch out that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deceit, 
according to human tradition, according to the elemental principles of the world, and not 
according to Christ. 9 For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, 10 and you 
have come to fullness in him, who is the head of every ruler and authority. 11 In him also 
you were circumcised with a spiritual circumcision, by the removal of the body of the 
flesh in the circumcision of Christ; 12 when you were buried with him in baptism, you 
were also raised with him through faith in the power of God, who raised him from the 
dead. 13 And when you were dead in trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, God 
made you alive together with him, when he forgave us all our trespasses, 14 erasing the 
record that stood against us with its legal demands. He set this aside, nailing it to the 
cross. 15 He disarmed the rulers and authorities and made a public example of them, 
triumphing over them in it. [ 
  16 Therefore, do not let anyone condemn you in matters of food or drink or of 
observing festivals, new moons, or Sabbaths. 17 These are only a shadow of what is to 
come, but the body belongs to Christ. 18 Do not let anyone disqualify you, insisting on 
self-abasement and worship of angels, initiatory visions, puffed up without cause by a 
human way of thinking, 19 and not holding fast to the head, from whom the whole body, 
nourished and held together by its ligaments and tendons, grows with a growth that is 
from God.]

Jesus encourages his 
disciples to childlike trust and persistence in prayer. 
 

1 [Jesus] was praying in a certain place, and after he had finished, one of his disciples said 
to him, “Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples.”2 So he said to them, “When 
you pray, say: 
 Father, may your name be revered as holy. 
  May your kingdom come. 
  3 Give us each day our daily bread. 
  4 And forgive us our sins, 
   for we ourselves forgive everyone indebted to us. 
  And do not bring us to the time of trial.” 
 
  5 And he said to them, “Suppose one of you has a friend, and you go to him at midnight 
and say to him, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves of bread, 6 for a friend of mine has arrived, 
and I have nothing to set before him.’ 7 And he answers from within, ‘Do not bother me; 
the door has already been locked, and my children are with me in bed; I cannot get up and 
give you anything.’ 8 I tell you, even though he will not get up and give him anything out 
of friendship, at least because of his persistence he will get up and give him whatever he 
needs. 
  9 “So I say to you, Ask, and it will be given to you; search, and you will find; knock, 
and the door will be opened for you. 10 For everyone who asks receives, and everyone who 
searches finds, and for everyone who knocks, the door will be opened. 11 Is there anyone 
among you who, if your child asked for a fish, would give a snake instead of a fish? 12 Or 
if the child asked for an egg, would give a scorpion? 13 If you, then, who are evil, know 
how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will the heavenly Father give the 
Holy Spirit to those who ask him!”
