2 My dear children, | write this to you so that you will not sin. But if
anybody does sin, we have an advocate with the Father—Jesus Christ,
the Righteous One. 2 He is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only
for ours but also for the sins of the whole world. 3 We know that we
have come to know him if we keep his commands. 4 Whoever says, “I|
know him,” but does not do what he commands is a liar, and the truth
is not in that person. 5 But if anyone obeys his word, love for God[a] is
truly made complete in them. This is how we know we are in him: 6
Whoever claims to live in him must live as Jesus did. 7 Dear friends, | am
not writing you a new command but an old one, which you have had
since the beginning. This old command is the message you have heard.
8 Yet | am writing you a new command, its truth is seen in him and in
you, because the darkness is passing and the true light is already
shining. 9 Anyone who claims to be in the light but hates a brother or
sister[b] is still in the darkness. 10 Anyone who loves their brother and
sister lives in the light, and there is nothing in them to make them
stumble. 11 But anyone who hates a brother or sister is in the darkness
and walks around in the darkness. They do not know where they are
going, because the darkness has blinded them. 12 | am writing to you,
dear children, because your sins have been forgiven on account of his
name. 13 | am writing to you, fathers, because you know him who is
from the beginning. | am writing to you, young men, because you have
overcome the evil one. 14 | write to you, dear children, because you
know the Father. | write to you, fathers, because you know him who is
from the beginning. | write to you, young men, because you are strong,
and the word of God lives in you, and you have overcome the evil one.

Romans 6: 5-14
6 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin so that grace may
increase? 2 May it never be! How shall we who died to sin still live in it?

5 For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly
also be united with him in a resurrection like his. 6 For we know that our
old self was crucified with him so that the body ruled by sin might be
done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin— 7 because
anyone who has died has been set free from sin. 8 Now if we died with

Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 9 For we know that
since Christ was raised from the dead, he cannot die again; death no
longer has mastery over him. 10 The death he died, he died to sin once
for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. 11 In the same way, count
yourselves dead to sin but alive to God in Christ Jesus. 12 Therefore do
not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its evil desires. 13
Do not offer any part of yourself to sin as an instrument of wickedness,
but rather offer yourselves to God as those who have been brought from
death to life; and offer every part of yourself to him as an instrument of
righteousness. 14 For sin shall no longer be your master, because you
are not under the law, but under grace.
