Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on

earth, for you have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who is your

life is revealed, then you also will be revealed with him in glory.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR RECEIVING COMMUNION

In the Episcopal tradition, all baptized Christians are welcomed to recetve Communion at the Lord’s Table;
simply come to the altar rail and kneel to recerve if you are able, or you may stand. If you are unable to come to
the rail, please indicate to an usher that you would lzke communion brought to you.

The options for receiving communion are:

e  You may hold out both hands to receive bread and drink from the cup;

e  Oryou may pinch two fingers over one hand and the Celebrant will intinct (dip) the edge of the bread in
the Common Cup for you, then drop the bread gently into your outstretched hands.

e To reduce germ exposure in the chalice medical authorities have suggested, and the Diocese recommencds,
only the Chalice Bearer intinct the bread in the Common Cup.

o If'you prefer to recerve only bread, simply cross one arm across your chest as you hold out your hand_for
bread.

e You may cross your arms over your chest and simply recerve a blessing.
