Children are always welcome in worship, exactly as they are! There is a designated “pray-ground” 
about 2/3 of the way back to allow a space for younger children.

(This is a prayer appointed for each day that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season in the Church year. It 
summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the readings for the day.)

First Reading (please be seated)                                                                                                                     Hosea 11:1-11 

 (This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he often referred.) 
 
When Israel was a child, I loved him, 
and out of Egypt I called my son. 
The more I called them, 
the more they went from me; 
they kept sacrificing to the Baals, 
and offering incense to idols. 
Yet it was I who taught Ephraim to walk, 
I took them up in my arms; 
but they did not know that I healed them. 
I led them with cords of human kindness, 
with bands of love. 
I was to them like those 
who lift infants to their cheeks. 
I bent down to them and fed them. 
They shall return to the land of Egypt, 
and Assyria shall be their king, 
because they have refused to return to me. 
The sword rages in their cities, 
it consumes their oracle-priests, 
and devours because of their schemes. 
My people are bent on turning away from me. 
To the Most High they call, 
but he does not raise them up at all. 
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How can I give you up, Ephraim? 
How can I hand you over, O Israel? 
How can I make you like Admah? 
How can I treat you like Zeboiim? 
My heart recoils within me; 
my compassion grows warm and tender.

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The Psalm 
(The psalms are prayers that Jesus used and cover every mood of humanity’s relationship with God and one another. 
You are welcome to either join in chanting this psalm or prayerfully listen.) 
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Second Reading                                                                                                              Colossians 3:1-11 
(This reading is taken from the New Testament, typically from a letter to the early Church, the Acts of the Apostles, or the 
Revelation to John.) 
  
If you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of 

God. Set your minds on things that are above, not on things that are on earth, for you have died, and your life is 

hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who is your life is revealed, then you also will be revealed with him in 

glory. 

Put to death, therefore, whatever in you is earthly: fornication, impurity, passion, evil desire, and greed (which 

is idolatry). On account of these the wrath of God is coming on those who are disobedient. These are the ways 

you also once followed, when you were living that life. But now you must get rid of all such things-- anger, 

wrath, malice, slander, and abusive language from your mouth. Do not lie to one another, seeing that you have 

stripped off the old self with its practices and have clothed yourselves with the new self, which is being 

renewed in knowledge according to the image of its creator. In that renewal there is no longer Greek and Jew, 

circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, slave and free; but Christ is all and in all! 

After each reading, the Lector says “The Word of the Lord” and the People respond: Thanks be to God. 
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The Holy Gospel 
(The People stand as able for the “Gospel Alleluia” as we prepare our heart, mind, soul, and strength to hear the Gospel [literally “Good News”] of 
God, as revealed in the life, teaching, death, resurrection and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ.)

All remain standing for the procession and proclamation of the Holy Gospel. 
 

Deacon: The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St. Luke. 
People: Glory to you, Lord Christ. 

           Luke 12:13-21 
Someone in the crowd said to Jesus, "Teacher, tell my brother to divide the family inheritance with me." But he 

said to him, "Friend, who set me to be a judge or arbitrator over you?" And he said to them, "Take care! Be on 

your guard against all kinds of greed; for one's life does not consist in the abundance of possessions." Then he 

told them a parable: "The land of a rich man produced abundantly. And he thought to himself, `What should I 

do, for I have no place to store my crops?' Then he said, `I will do this: I will pull down my barns and build 

larger ones, and there I will store all my grain and my goods. And I will say to my soul, `Soul, you have ample 

goods laid up for many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.' But God said to him, `You fool! This very night your 

life is being demanded of you. And the things you have prepared, whose will they be?' So it is with those who 

store up treasures for themselves but are not rich toward God."

 (In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has done for us in the life, death, 
and resurrection of Christ. This is essentially one long prayer with four parts. Each part corresponds to a different action of Jesus at 
the Last Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread & wine as a sacrament of his Body and Blood. We begin this prayer 
with the “Sursum corda,” Latin for “Lift up your hearts.”) 
 
The people remain standing. The Celebrant, whether bishop or priest, faces them and sings or says 
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Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds  

It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, 
Creator of heaven and earth...  

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of 
heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

(Our prayer continues, telling of God’s interaction with humanity (often called our “salvation history”) culminating in the 
redemptive work of Jesus Christ. The Celebrant says the “Words of Institution” that Jesus said at the Last Supper, invokes the Holy 
Spirit to consecrate the bread and wine, and invites us to remember Christ’s death, resurrection, and coming again. The full text is 
found in the BCP on page 362.
