Sunday after Pentecost

The Lord Himself was Abraham’s shield and
great reward.

Therefore, “do not be anxious
about your life," but instead “seek his kingdom”
(Luke 12:22,31). Set your heart on that treasure.
‘Stay dressed for action and keep your lamps
burning ... for the Son of Man is coming” (Luke
12:35, 40).

Epistle

The Epistle is from Hebrews, chapter eleven.

Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for,
the conviction of things not seen. For by it the
people of old received their commendation. By
faith we understand that the universe was
created by the word of God, so that what is seen
was not made out of things that are visible.

By faith Sarah herself received power to
conceive, even when she was past the age, since
she considered him faithful who had promised.
Therefore from one man, and him as good as
dead, were born descendants as many as the
stars of heaven and as many as the innumerable
grains of sand by the seashore. These all died in
faith, not having received the things promised,
but having seen them and greeted them from
afar, and having acknowledged that they were
strangers and exiles on the earth. For people
who speak thus make it clear that they are
seeking a homeland. If they had been thinking
of that land from which they had gone out, they
would have had opportunity to return. But as it
1s, they desire a better country, that is, a
heavenly one. Therefore God is not ashamed to
be called their God, for he has prepared for
them a city.
