What would make it a
day you look forward to?

5 The concept of hell could lead us to think that God loves to
punish people. How do these passages help you understand
God better? Read Ezekiel 33:11 and 2 Peter 3:9

6 Alvin mentioned the obvious, that being prepared for
judgment day would be a good idea. This is done by becoming
and living as a child of God. Living like a child of God includes
loving people as though they were Jesus himself. How could
you do this more, right here in Three Hills? How does your life
reflect the love of God to others because you are His child?

7 Peter mentions that Jesus has not yet returned because God
doesn’t want anyone to perish. As a child of God how are you
involved in being like God in the things you do because you
don't want anyone to perish?

8 Pray for 2 or more people that need Jesus. Commit to pray for
these folks each day this week, and look for opportunities to
show them God'’s love and God's salvation.
