My God Is Real
Psalm 14:1-7

A. The Reality of God is Denied by the Foolish. (v. 1)

Fact: Here we have what the atheist says about God – “There is no God.” 
          Then we have what God says about the atheist – “fool”.

     1. Now I find that very humorous that God is speaking about someone 
         who doesn't even believe in him. 
     2. There are two types of atheists:
a. Intellectual atheist.		b. Practical atheist. 

Fact: The most foolish person in the world is not the person who says he 
          does not believe in God, but is the person who says he does believe 
          in God, but then doesn't live like it.

B. The Reality of God is Detested by the Filthy. (v. 3)
     1. The fool speaks about God, and then God speaks about the fool. 

Fact: The atheist is not a person who cannot believe, it is a person who 
          will not believe. 

     2. The Scriptures tell us that there are three characteristics of 
         anyone who denies the reality of God. 
#1. The foolish are marked by ignorance. (v. 2)
#2. The foolish are marked by intolerance. (v. 4)
#3. The foolish are marked by indifference. (v. 4)

C. The Reality of God is Declared by the Facts. (v. 2)
     1. David never once tries to prove the existence of God, he 
         merely assumes it. 
     2. Sir Fred Hoyle came to the conclusion that evolution cannot 
         explain the source of life, and said that for any kind of life to exist 
         anywhere in the universe, it must be by the hand of an eternally 
        existent being of infinite power, and because of his study, Hoyle, the 
        atheist, became a believer in God.

Fact: The problem with the atheist is not with his faith, the
          problem is with the facts. 

D. The Reality of God is Discerned by the Faithful. (v. 5)
     1. God is not seen primarily by the eyes in our head, but rather by the 
         eyes in our heart. 
     2. It is true that when it comes to God in His reality, we walk by
         faith and not by sight.
