 General Fund finances are healthy—$28,000 in the black for the year! 
 Because of people’s faithfulness in missions giving, we have added two of 

our four missionary goals to monthly support—Rich and Kim Greenwald, 
rural America ministries, and a couple who is in a sensitive Muslim-
dominated country that was once part of the Soviet Union.  
 God protected our students and leaders at youth and kids camps (both 

traveling and during camp) and spoke into their lives.  One of our gradu-
ates altered his out-of-high school plans and is now attending Trinity Bible 
College studying youth ministry.

Pray for a Move of God in Our Church & Community 

 Jesus said, “My house shall be called a house of prayer” (Matthew 21:13).  

As believers, we are temples of the Holy Spirit, the “house of God.”  Pray 

we develop as a house of prayer, of seeking God—both in our individual 

lives and as a church family corporately.  Every major revival has been 

birthed in prayer.  We must move beyond praying just for our needs to 

praying for holiness and spiritual power, maturity, and influence. 

 Pray for all believers to see the truth of Spirit baptism and desperately 

seek after it for power to witness.  Pray that those who are filled will use 

their prayer language earnestly and often, building themselves up in the 

faith and praying for His will to be done (Jude 1:20-21; Romans 8:26-27.) 

 Pray for an awakening in our city—that Christ followers will not be nomi-

nal, apathetic, or compromising.  Pray we have “zeal for the house of God 

that has eaten us up” (Psalm 69:9); that we compel people to come in so 

that God’s house might be filled (Luke 14:23) 

 

Pray for Laborers for the Harvest

church.  There is a shortage of pastors, church planters, and missionaries.

 Security Team:  we want to develop a team of people to watch over our 

services and provide a safe, secure environment for all.  Pray for wisdom 

and direction as to which safety measures to implement in our church. 

 

Pray for Changed Lives through our Upcoming Services & Special Events 

Sept 3: Kids Connect starts on Wednesdays—Pray for our kids to invite un-
churched kids and they and their families become integrated into Sunday 
mornings and receive Christ. 

Sept 6:  BGMC Wheel-a-thon—pray for safety for riders/money to be raised. 
Sept 6-Nov 1:  Leadership U on Saturdays—pray people grow in their under-

standing and capacity of leadership and their relationship with God. 
Sept 26-27: Women’s Renewal— pray for safe travel as ladies from around 

Wyoming come to Radius for the state women’s conference. Pray for 
anointed worship, speakers, workshops and that each lady receives revela-
tion, hope, encouragement, and what God wants to give her. 

October 11: Fall Festival Outreach—pray for plenty of volunteers; for our 
people to invite not-yet Christians; and that unbelievers come and “taste 
and see that the Lord is good,” are drawn into a life-changing relationship 
with Him, plug into Radius, and grow in Christ.
