Good Friday Service
Friday, April 7, 7:00 PM (in the building only) 
How is it that one man could take upon himself the sins 
of the world? Is anyone worthy of such punishment? Can 
any single person carry so much pain? He is Jesus. Our 
suffering servant, the lamb who was slain. This service 
will be quiet and reflective. Good Friday is a time to focus 
ourselves on habits of lament, confession, repentance, 
and acknowledgment of the role that our own sin played 
in the death of Messiah. A performance from the choir 
and a piano solo will highlight the evening, together with 
an original narrative monologue personifying Sin and 
Death. There will be a sacred time of personal prayer, 
followed by the service of Communion, where we will 
break the body and partake in the blood of Christ, finally 
dismissing in silence as we reflect on Christ in the tomb.  

Easter Sunday Service

Christ our Lord is risen today! We will celebrate and 
rejoice through song, prayer, generosity, and the 
sharing together in God’s Word. Bells and tone chimes 
will initiate our celebration, followed by a special choir 
performance of “The Lord Is Risen Indeed” by William 
Billings (who composed this a cappella piece in 1787). 
Our message will be titled, “Raised to Life” and will 
harmonize reflections gathered from Matthew 28:1-15.
