Ministry & Equipping Highlights: 

• Twelve leaders learned new ways to help kids become resilient 
disciples of Jesus at the Resilient Child Discipleship Training. We spent 
a whole day together learning how to help kids belong to the kingdom 
of God, believe the truth of the Gospel, and to become lifelong 
followers of Jesus. 

• I held Awana Connect training in Iowa in June—84 leaders from 16 
different churches attended. We had good conversation about 
teaching kids theology and how to include families in our club nights. 

• Two churches will be starting Awana this fall. The Awana Ministry 
Director from one of these churches attended one of my Connects in 
June. She was so excited to start Awana at her church. 

 
This year, Awana celebrates 75 years of ministry to children. Awana began 
in Chicago with Art Rorheim, reaching boys and girls in his neighborhood. 
In the 1980s, Awana grew outside of the US. Today, Awana reaches 9.3 
million kids worldwide every week. What a blessing to be part of God’s 
work to reach kids with the Gospel of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
