The Bible teaches that salvation is God’s free gift, received through faith in Jesus Christ.

- Ephesians 2:8-9 — “For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your
own doing; it is the gift of God, not a result of works, so that no one may boast.”

-1 John 1:9 - “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”

Salvation means your sins are forgiven, you are made new in Christ, and you are adopted into
God’s family. God does not expect Christians to be perfect, because His love and forgiveness
cover us through grace.
