Mission Update

Thank you to everyone who prayed for us during our trip to Malawi
(July 23 to August 11). They were needed as we had to make
adjustments due to unexpected events.

The first complication was that our luggage did not arrive with us. My
bag was found one day and Darlene's the next.

The second problem was the shortage of fuel in the country. Because
of the uncertainty over whether and when we would have gas, we had
to limit our travel. Although we were only able to visit five churches, I
was reminded how much these visits mean to the believers.

In addition to the blackouts we have become accustomed to, the lodge
we were staying had electrical problems - and had trouble getting an
electrician come and fix it. This affected our comfort a little, and made
preparation of material more challenging.

The week of seminars was well attended as usual. The were
approximately 180 participants - pastors, wives, church leaders - from
both Malawi and Mozambique. I continued teaching on matters
related to the Church. I presented an overview of the history of
Christianity, reviewed matters of church order and structure, and
went into depth on the subjects of baptism and holy communion.

Unfortunately the last day was disrupted because of a blackout in the
morning, meaning materials could not be printed and photocopied. So
our sessions had to be crammed into the early afternoon and the
seminars came to an end without a final wrap up.

This left both of us with an empty feeling of disappointment and
incompleteness. Enough good things had happened and good
responses been received that we were not discouraged, but we both
know there is more to be done and we want to play our part in it. We
pray that God will give us the health and strength and support to
continue this work.

For those who prayed for moderate weather for Darlene's benefit: your
prayers were answered. It was cooler in Malawi while were there than
it was here in Nova Scotia. I'm not sure the Malawians appreciated
the cool weather, however. They get out winter coats when the
temperature drops to 70 degrees.
