Patterns Show What You Know (SWYK) Study Guide
On Monday, October 6, you will be showing what you have learned during our September study of patterns. The questions you must answer will look very similar to the work you did during class and for homework! 
You should be able to do the following:
· Explain the difference between a repeating pattern and an extending pattern, and between an increasing pattern and a decreasing pattern;
· Create a repeating pattern with a given number of terms in the core and a specific number of terms in the overall pattern;
· Predict a specific term in a repeating pattern;
· Describe the rule for a given extending pattern (increasing or decreasing) and create extending patterns given a rule;
· Create a Table of Values to answer questions;
· Understand the difference between variables and constants;
· Use an Input/Output table to answer questions;
· Create simple formulas to solve word problems;
· Create Fact Family Triangles and use them to write the four possible expressions.
During the SWYK, you can use your tools:
· the notes in your TMFFS duotang, 
· your multiplication chart, 
· a calculator, 
· and support from Mrs G. or Mrs Mac. 
You just have to write down the tools you use for each question. 
You will also be given extra time if you need it.
