They accused the early Christians of all sorts
of terrible things.

The Romans used the worship of
to unify their empire.

But the Christians refused this worship.

So, Jesus adds to the list of Beatitudes the
inevitability of persecution.

How will we be wronged? In three ways:
persecuted, reviled, and all kinds of evil
said against you falsely.

The Greek word used here for persecute
means to pursue or to drive or to chase away.
It’s the idea of running after. Later it came to
mean to persecute or to harass or to treat
evilly.
