To get there, exit the Sanctuary through the rear 
doors and follow the hallway to the right and then take a quick left. You’ll notice the 
bathrooms and a drinking fountain to your right as soon as you exit the back doors of the 
Sanctuary. 
​ Sunday school is currently on break for summer and will return in the Fall.  When 
Sunday school is in session, if you have children in preschool through 6th grade you are 
invited to have them attend Sunday School in Room 1 and/or Room 2 starting at 
8:50am.
