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Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, everything the Word says I can do, and I will do it, IN JESUS NAME!
Text: John 14:16-17 AMPC And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, and Standby), that He may remain with you forever 17 The Spirit of Truth, Whom the world cannot receive (welcome, take to its heart), because it does not see Him or know and recognize Him. But you know and recognize Him, for He lives WITH you [constantly] and will be IN you.
Proposition: Salvation and the Baptism of the Holy Spirit are two separate experiences. Salvation is available to the whole world. The Baptism of the Holy Spirit belongs to every believer and should be received by us all. This was the pattern of the early Church throughout the New Testament and was the intent that we would all receive it when we were born-again. God desires the dual working of the Holy Spirit in the life of every believer. The Holy Spirit WITHIN and the Holy Spirit UPON. Today we are going to be focusing on the Holy Spirit UPON us – the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. 

I. The Promise of the Holy Spirit	
1. John 20:21-22 So Jesus said to them again, “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” 22 And when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit.” 
A. [bookmark: _Hlk170885453]After Jesus’ Resurrection and before He was caught up to heaven, He breathed on them and they were born-again by the Holy Spirit which every believer experiences at the new birth.
2. Luke 24:49 Behold, I send the Promise of My Father upon you; but tarry in the city of Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high.”
A. Jesus is now referring to a different working of the Holy Spirit in the life of the believer – the outpouring of the Holy Spirit UPON believers to endue them with power from on High!
3. Acts 1:4-5, 8 And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me; 5 for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 
8 But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come UPON you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
A. The Day of Pentecost was 50 days after First Fruits. 
B. Here Jesus was telling them to wait for the 2nd experience – the Baptism of the Holy Spirit for this would empower them for to carry out the Great Commission.
C. Power: Dunamis (doo'-nam-is) miraculous - power, might, strength, ability. Inherent power, the power of God. Power residing in a thing by virtue of its nature, or which a person or thing exerts and puts forth." (This is where we in English get our word dynamite.)
D. Jesus COMMANDED them not to leave but to wait and receive the equipping of the Holy Spirit. – This was the pattern of the early Church.
E. Jesus never intended that we would go through life without the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, which gives us the power to live a holy life while enabling us to do the work of the ministry even as He did it. 
4. Application: Just as the Spirit within in the new birth is a definite experience there is also a 2nd experience of the infilling of the Holy Spirit that believers should also be receiving.
A. God has already given salvation to the world at the Resurrection of Jesus Christ and He has already given the Baptism of the Holy Spirit to the Church, on the Day of Pentecost. Now it is up to us to receive what He has freely given. 

II. The Holy Spirit Upon
1. John 1:32-34 And John bore witness, saying, “I saw the Spirit descending from heaven like a dove, and He remained upon Him. 33 I did not know Him, but He who sent me to baptize with water said to me, ‘Upon whom you see the Spirit descending, and remaining on Him, this is He who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.’ 34 And I have seen and testified that this is the Son of God.” 
A. Matthew 3:16 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon Him.
2. Luke 4:14, 18-19 AMPC 14 Then Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit to Galilee, and news of Him went out through all the surrounding region. 
18The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon Me, because He has anointed Me [the Anointed One, the Messiah] to preach the good news (the Gospel) to the poor; He has sent Me to announce release to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to send forth as delivered those who are oppressed [who are downtrodden, bruised, crushed, and broken down by calamity], 19 To proclaim the accepted and acceptable year of the Lord [the day when salvation and the free favors of God profusely abound].
A. Jesus was born of the Seed of the Word of God by the Holy Spirit from His conception through the virgin Mary apart from the sin-nature of Adam. He did not need to be born-again as we do. 
B. He did need as we do, the 2nd experience of the Baptism of the Holy Spirit – The Spirit UPON.
C. There are no records of any signs, wonders, or miracles taking place before this. – See Jesus’ return to Nazareth. (Luke 4:22-30) 
D. John 2:11 AMPC This, the first of His signs (miracles, wonderworks), Jesus performed in Cana of Galilee, and manifested His glory [by it He displayed His greatness and His power openly], and His disciples believed in Him [adhered to, trusted in, and relied on Him].
E. At the Jordan river at 30 years old He was baptized and the Holy Spirit came UPON Him and that is when His earthly ministry, and the working of signs, wonders, and miracles began.
3. Acts 2:1-4 When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2 And suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3 Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
A. Trying to do the work of the ministry without the power is never what God intended. Jesus, the apostles, and the disciples, were effective in ministry because of Holy Spirit UPON them, anointing them to do the work of the ministry.
B. Peter went down from the Upper Room that day and preached Christ under the power of the Anointing and 3,000 people were born-again.

III. The Open Door to the Supernatural	
1. New Birth – 9 Fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23 love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control)
2. 1 Corinthians 12:7-10 AMPC But to each one is given the manifestation of the [Holy] Spirit [the evidence, the spiritual illumination of the Spirit] for good and profit. 8 To one is given in and through the [Holy] Spirit [the power to speak] a message of wisdom, and to another [the power to express] a word of knowledge and understanding according to the same [Holy] Spirit; 9 To another [wonder-working] faith by the same [Holy] Spirit, to another the extraordinary powers of healing by the one Spirit; 10 To another the working of miracles, to another prophetic insight (the gift of interpreting the divine will and purpose); to another the ability to discern and distinguish between [the utterances of true] spirits [and false ones], to another various kinds of [unknown] tongues, to another the ability to interpret [such] tongues.
A. Baptism of the Holy Spirit – 9 Gifts or Manifestations of the Spirit
B. The open door to these 9 supernatural manifestations of the Holy Spirit is the Baptism of the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking with tongues.
C. The Indwelling of the Holy Spirit is for fruit bearing.
D. The Infilling of the Holy Spirit is for service.
E. The first 3 gifts are the gifts of utterance that “Say Something”
F. The second 3 gifts are the gifts of power that “Do Something”
G. The third 3 gifts are the gifts of revelation that “Reveal Something”
3. Application: 1 Corinthians 12:31 AMPC But earnestly desire and zealously cultivate the greatest and best gifts and graces (the higher gifts and the choicest graces). And yet I will show you a still more excellent way [one that is better by far and the highest of them all—love].
A. We are all to be seeking after or yielding ourselves to be an available vessel for Holy Spirit to move through in all 9 gifts.
B. The Spirit divides to every man as He wills, but He wills to give to each of us the gifts that we yielding to and capable of receiving. 
C. The last sentence, “And yet show I unto you a more excellent way,” is not some gift to be desired to the exclusion of the other gifts, but a more excellent way of seeking for those gifts.
D. We are not to strive for any one gift because we regard it more highly or because it seems more useful. 
E. We qualify and open ourselves up to allow the Holy Spirit to manifest the 9 gifts through us when we are seeking after LOVE.
F. Where is our heart in all this? Our heart towards God and man is a limiting factor. Glory to God or do we want His glory for ourselves?
G. I surrender my desire and I am hungry for His desires to be manifest while I acknowledge and by faith yield myself to the Holy Spirit and the gifts of the Spirit. It takes BOTH.

IV. Be Being Filled with the Holy Spirit
1. Ephesians 5:15-20 AMPC Look carefully then how you walk! Live purposefully and worthily and accurately, not as the unwise and witless, but as wise (sensible, intelligent people), 16 Making the very most of the time [buying up each opportunity], because the days are evil. 17 Therefore do not be vague and thoughtless and foolish, but understanding and firmly grasping what the will of the Lord is. 18 And do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery; but ever be filled and stimulated with the [Holy] Spirit. 19 Speak out to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, offering praise with voices [and instruments] and making melody with all your heart to the Lord, 20 At all times and for everything giving thanks in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to God the Father.
A. Written to believers – due to lack of knowledge many have not entered into their full inheritance of being filled with the Baptism of the Holy Spirit stopped flowing with Him once they were.
B. Ever be filled – “BE BEING FILLED CONTIUALLY” There is an ever-increasing measure of the Holy Spirit that we are to be continually growing in. There is more available than what the Church has been believing for.
C. In the Spirit the more we partake of the things of God, the hungrier we get. Our desire increases and we move into a place of surrendering our flesh desires and allow the Spirit to move in us and through us to reach others. 
D. We do not have the ability to give out what we do not possess. No Word, No Spirit – No Results. Waste of our time and talents on things that have no redeeming value.
E. The heart of God (9 Fruit) will manifest the power of God (9 Gifts).
2. Matthew 9:36 But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.
3. Matthew 14:13-14 When Jesus heard it, He departed from there by boat to a deserted place by Himself. But when the multitudes heard it, they followed Him on foot from the cities. 14 And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick.
4. Matthew 15:32-37 NKJV Now Jesus called His disciples to Himself and said, “I have compassion on the multitude, because they have now continued with Me three days and have nothing to eat. And I do not want to send them away hungry, lest they faint on the way.” 33 Then His disciples said to Him, “Where could we get enough bread in the wilderness to fill such a great multitude?” 34 Jesus said to them, “How many loaves do you have?” And they said, “Seven, and a few little fish.” 35 So He commanded the multitude to sit down on the ground. 36 And He took the seven loaves and the fish and gave thanks, broke them and gave them to His disciples; and the disciples gave to the multitude. 37 So they all ate and were filled, and they took up seven large baskets full of the fragments that were left. 
A. It is one thing to have the heart of God and to be moved with compassion. The disciples had compassion as did Jesus, but Jesus demonstrated the power of God to meet the need. 
B. We are to BE BEING FILLED so that we can stand strong in our own lives but also to meet the needs of the people.
C. Whatever the situation may demand we are to be growing and cultivating all 9 gifts so that God can manifest Himself through us.
5. Application: John 4:24-25 But the hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him. 24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth.”
A. Many people think that a life filled with the Word and the Sprit will cause you to float around in the Spirit, or that you will be unapproachable. 
B. Spiritual people are those who are walking in the Word of God aware of who they are in Him, while yielding to Holy Spirit and His gifts.
C. This is for every believer not only the 5-fold ministry. Your job, your family, your community is your pulpit and mission field. God will use and reward a Spirit-filled wife at home just as much as He will an apostle in Africa.
D. We all need and must pursue the Word of God and the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives.
