The Big Picture- God doesn’t give up on us. 
 
When we do wrong, we sometimes think that God doesn’t love us.  We might 
think that God will give up on us.  But God loves us even when we do 
wrong.  He is always waiting for us to come to Him and ask for His for-
giveness.  He never gives up on us!  

Follow along at home- discussion questions 
1. When we have disobeyed God, how do we know God still loves us?         

( We can tell God we’re sorry for our sin.  He cares for us and promises to 
forgive us.) 

2.  How do we know that God will never give up loving us?  (God promised to            
Love us.  God always keeps his promises.) 
3.  How do we know that God always loves us?  (He promises to love us.  We  
read in the Bible how He has always shown love.  We remember the ways in 
which He has already shown love for us.)
