
My response to today’s message

Information without application falls short of God’s best for us.  He wants us to apply what we learn so that we will change and grow, becoming more like Christ.  The following questions are for personal and group study, with these goals in mind.

1) Read Psalm 122:6.  Why is David’s prayer so applicable today?

2) Read aloud Ephesians 2:11-22.  If you are in a small group, read this passage aloud together.  

3) What kind of peace did Jesus Christ come to provide? (Romans 5:1; John 14:27; Ephesians 2:14-16)  What keeps people from experiencing Christ’s peace today?

4) What three words summarize the great peace mission of Jesus?  In vs. 11-12, what were we apart from Christ?  What were we without?  

5) In vs. 13-18, Paul emphasizes what God has done for us in Christ.  What divided Gentiles from Jews?  Why did both Gentiles and Jews need to be reconciled to God?  Why is reconciliation to God the only way that people can be reconciled to one another?

6) In vs. 19-22, what are the three pictures that illustrate the unity of believers in the Church?  What is the difference between uniformity and unity?  

7) Do you have peace with God?  If you are in Christ, are you living out the reality of being reconciled to others in Christ?  Is there a relationship in your life that has walls that need to be knocked down?  What steps do you need to take to help bring reconciliation?  What can you do to live out Romans 12:16, 18, this week?  

Pray with and for one another in your small group, focusing on how you can implement “Prayer—Care–Share” this week.  Who are the “5 in ‘25” you are praying for and inviting?  Pray that we will strive and thrive to know Christ and make Him known.

What is the main thing that God has impressed upon you today?

What are you going to do about it?
