Preamble for Today’s Lesson

Proverbs 27: 23-27 (TPT)
A shepherd should pay close attention to the faces of his flock and hold close to his heart the condition of those he cares for.  A man’s strength, power, and riches will one day fade away; not even nations endure forever.  Take care of your responsibilities and be diligent in your business and you will have more than enough – an abundance of food, clothing, and plenty for your household.

Today’s Topic: “Time to Recalibrate”


Proverbs 4: 25-27 (TPT)
Set your gaze on the path before you.  With fixed purpose, looking straight ahead, ignore life’s distractions.  Watch where you are going!  Stick to the path of truth, and the road will be safe and smooth before you.  Don’t allow yourself to be sidetracked for even a moment or take the detour that leads to darkness.
Why Recalibrate?
Because . . .
· Deception is present in every setting; real truth is very hard to find.
· Evil is every where, righteous indignation is becoming scarce.
· Killing is common place; it used to be rare and deeply offensive.
· Building personal wealth used to a way of life, now being a slave to debt has become common place – we are in prison and we don’t even know it.
· We used to read and learn, now we focus on a little screen and believe.
Ten terms or concepts that I heard in my Spirit, as I pressed into this subject of Recalibration with the Lord:
1. Tribe:

Find your tribe.  This is important and will become increasingly more important in the days to come.  Now know this, proximity matters, electronic friends across the city or state may prove to be not worth much when in time of need, but your neighbor will.

Proverbs 27:9-10 (Amp)
Oil and perfume rejoice the heart; so, does the sweetness of a friend’s counsel that comes from the heart.
Your own friend and your father’s friend, forsake them not; neither go to your brother’s house in the day of your calamity. Better is a neighbor who is near [in spirit] than a brother who is far off [in heart].

2. Holy Dependance Upon the Lord:

Shun self-reliance but embrace Godly wisdom and Knowledge.  Commit to being a good steward with everything that He puts in your hands.  This is of the utmost importance – commit now without any hesitation.

Jeremiah 17:7-8
[Most] blessed is the man who believes in, trusts in, and relies on the Lord, and whose hope and confidence the Lord is.
For he shall be like a tree planted by the waters that spreads out its roots by the river; and it shall not see and fear when heat comes; but its leaf shall be green. It shall not be anxious and full of care in the year of drought, nor shall it cease yielding fruit.


3. Every Day is a Gift:
Live a life of gratitude towards your Heavenly Father.
Psalm 100:4-5
Enter into His gates with thanksgiving and a thank offering and into His courts with praise! Be thankful and say so to Him, bless and affectionately praise His name!
For the Lord is good; His mercy and loving-kindness are everlasting, His faithfulness and truth endure to all generations.
Psalm 9:1
I will praise You, O Lord, with my whole heart; I will show forth (recount and tell aloud) all Your marvelous works and wonderful deeds!

4. No Denying Jesus:
This is a decision that we make today, for challenges that come our way later.  We need to settle this now in our heart.
Luke 22:54-62
Then they seized Him and led Him away, bringing Him into the house of the high priest. Peter was following at a distance.
And when they had kindled a fire in the middle of the courtyard and were seated together, Peter sat among them.
Then a servant girl, seeing him as he sat in the firelight and gazing [intently] at him, said, This man too was with [a]Him.
But he denied it and said, Woman, I do not know Him!
And a little later someone else saw him and said, you are one of them also. But Peter said, Man, I am not!
And when about an hour more had elapsed, still another emphatically insisted, it is the truth that this man also was with Him, for he too is a Galilean!
But Peter said, Man, I do not know what you are talking about. And instantly, while he was still speaking, the cock crowed.
And the Lord turned and looked at Peter. And Peter recalled the Lord’s words, how He had told him, Before the cock crows today, you will deny Me thrice.
And he went out and wept bitterly [that is, with painfully moving grief].

5. You Are a Lifeline:
Help others in need, for there will be many who need to be delivered from a very difficult situation or circumstance, so far it is in your own power to do it.
Proverbs 24:10-12
If you faint in the day of adversity, your strength is small.
Deliver those who are drawn away to death, and those who totter to the slaughter, hold them back [from their doom].
If you [profess ignorance and] say, Behold, we did not know this, does not He Who weighs and ponders the heart perceive and consider it? And He Who guards your life, does not He know it? And shall not He render to [you and] every man according to his works?

6. When Trouble Hits, Resist Your Fleshly Defaults, Instead Ask the Lord What to Do Next:
We have been largely programed to react a certain way when adversity comes our way.  That is the way of the flesh.  Now, the best way out will be where the Lord leads us next.  And ironically, in the natural, at the time, it might not make sense.
Psalm 32:8
I [the Lord] will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; I will counsel you with My eye upon you.
Genesis 26:1-6
And there was a famine in the land, other than the former famine that was in the days of Abraham. And Isaac went to Gerar, to Abimelech king of the Philistines.
And the Lord appeared to him and said, do not go down to Egypt; live in the land of which I will tell you.
Dwell temporarily in this land, and I will be with you and will favor you with blessings; for to you and to your descendants I will give all these lands, and I will perform the oath which I swore to Abraham your father.
And I will make your descendants to multiply as the stars of the heavens, and will give to your posterity all these lands (kingdoms); and by your Offspring shall all the nations of the earth be blessed, or by Him bless themselves,
For Abraham listened to and obeyed My voice and kept My charge, My commands, My statutes, and My laws.
So, Isaac stayed in Gerar.

7. Make the Lord the Topic of Your Discussion:
Because God is good all the time . . . we should be bragging on the Lord to those around us, as we have so much to thank the Lord for, every day of our life.

Malachi 3:16-18
Then those who feared the Lord talked often one to another; and the Lord listened and heard it, and a book of remembrance was written before Him of those who reverenced and worshipfully feared the Lord and who thought on His name.
And they shall be Mine, says the Lord of hosts, in that day when I publicly recognize and openly declare them to be My jewels (My special possession, My peculiar treasure). And I will spare them, as a man spares his own son who serves him.
Then shall you return and discern between the righteous and the wicked, between him who serves God and him who does not serve Him.

8. About Our Future:
We don’t necessarily know the details of our future, but what we do know is Who Holds Our Future.
Psalm 37: 17-19
For the arms of the wicked shall be broken, but the Lord upholds the [consistently] righteous.
The Lord knows the days of the upright and blameless, and their heritage will abide forever.
They shall not be put to shame in the time of evil; and in the days of famine, they shall be satisfied.

9. Become, or Stay Diligent in All That You Do:
Deny self-gratification, work everything as unto the Lord.  We are here on this earth to expand the Kingdom and bring glory to God, and that should reflect in the work of our hands!

Proverbs 10:4
He becomes poor who works with a slack and idle hand, but the hand of the diligent makes rich.
Proverbs 13:4
The appetite of the sluggard craves and gets nothing, but the appetite of the diligent is abundantly supplied.
10. You Are Here for A Reason:
A much-used phrase, but it is true . . . you are not a happenstance, you are a valuable piece of the God’s puzzle here on earth, and that you were designed to accomplish for benefit of God’s Kingdom . . . you have a unique role, unique only unto you. 
Esther 4:14
For if you keep silent at this time, relief and deliverance shall arise for the Jews from elsewhere, but you and your father’s house will perish. And who knows but that you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this and for this very occasion?
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
