A. I'm sure that you also have experienced some events in your life 
     which needed a bigger explanation than simply:
“it just happened that way.”
     1. Sooner or later we all run up against the supernatural question of 
         why things happen the way that they do. 
     2. We view verses 4-5 as a description of God’s Goodness 
          and Faithfulness.
Fact:
People of faith lean on the belief that 
God cares about what happens.

Fact:
God was at work throughout the
ages to make certain things happen.

      3. I believe the Psalmist is telling us, that God watched over every 
          little thing, and could intervene for the well-being of any 
          one of us at any time when it fits His purposes to do so.

B. For the Glory of God’s Creation. (vs. 6-9)
     1. The works of creation is set forth in these verses as the
          effect of the divine word alone. (v. 6)

Fact:
The psalmist is fascinated not by the glories of creation but by the wonder of the process of creation.

     2. In verse 9, it tells us that God spoke has it was done.

C. God’s all-embracing Providence. (vs. 10-15)
     #1. One way that the providence of God is known to us is when there 
           is a sense of being spared from some type of crisis or 
           disaster in your life. 
     #2. Another way that the providence of God is known to us is when 
           we believe we have been led to do something or feel 
           inspired to say something.
     #3. The last way that the providence of God is known to us is when 
           we experience Him as One who sustains us in our travails
           and upholds us when the floor gives way beneath us. 

 D. God’s special care and mercy towards His People. (vs. 16-22)
