Discussion Questions based on
Exodus 33 & 34
“The Glory of a Face”

Ice Breakers
1. If you could instantly fix one thing in your life — health, finances, relationships, etc. — what would it be, and why?
(Prompt: Think about what you’d choose if God said, “I’ll give you anything you want.”)
2. Have you ever had a “once you’ve experienced it, you can’t go back” moment?
(Like travelling somewhere beautiful, tasting a food, or discovering a new hobby.) How might that idea connect to Moses not wanting to go anywhere without God’s presence?

Read Exodus 33:1-34:9
Exploring the Text
3. In Exodus 33:1–3, God offers Israel the Promised Land without His presence. Why might that have seemed tempting to some people?
4. Moses refuses God’s offer, saying, “If Your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up from here.”
What does this teach us about what Moses valued most?
5. The sermon said, “Life’s not about comfort, success, or even survival—it’s about being with God.”
How does that challenge our usual way of thinking about what makes a “good life”?
6. When Moses asks to see God’s glory, God responds by revealing His goodness and His name.
What does that tell us about what “glory” really means in God’s eyes?
7. God says no one can see His face and live. What do you think that means?
Why is “seeing God’s back” still such an incredible privilege?
8. The sermon drew a line from Moses’ glimpse of God’s back to Jesus showing us God’s face.
How does the cross reveal both God’s love and His justice at the same time?

Reflective Questions
Break into groups of 2-3 and go over the following questions.  Then pray for each other.
9. When you pray, do you tend to ask more for God’s blessings or for God Himself?
What might it look like for you to start praying, “Show me Your glory”?
10. If “the glory of His face is all you need,” what’s one area of your life you could surrender more fully to God’s presence this week?
