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[bookmark: _Hlk192925640]Confession: This is my Bible, the Living Word of God. I am, what the Word says I am. I have, what the Word says I have. I can do, everything the Word says I can do, and I will do it, in Jesus Name!
Introduction: Romans 10:8-10 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart.” This is the word of faith that we preach: 9 that if you confess with your mouth Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved, 10 for with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes in Him will not be ashamed.” 
1. Where does faith come from? By hearing the Word of God. 
2. Where does the believing take place? In the HEART.	
Mark 11:23 For truly I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be thrown into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes (with his heart) that what he says will come to pass, he will have whatever he says.
1. Faith is of the heart as it is with the heart that we believe.
2. Mental agreement with the Word is not the same as heart faith. 
3. We can acknowledge Christ’s finished works such as healing, but only heart faith moves us to act and receive as we did at salvation.
4. Abraham the “father of faith” was “fully persuaded that what God had promised He was also able to perform,” and he saw the Word of God manifest itself after he believed! (Romans 4:21)
5. He had to believe it first then he saw the end of his faith. This is heart faith.

I. What is the Heart of Man?
1. To believe with the heart does NOT mean that we are to believe with our blood pump. 
A. We cannot have faith in God with a physical organ such as our heart any more that we can with our hands or our head.
B. The word “heart” is used to convey the thought: 
1) the “heart of a tree” referencing the core or the center or a tree.
2) Or the “heart of the matter” or the most important part of a subject.
C. Biblically, the “heart” refers to the spirit—the center of man’s being.
2. 1 Thessalonians 5:23 May the very God of peace sanctify you completely. And I pray to God that your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.
A. Everyone recognizes their soul and body through the 5 physical senses.
B. At the new birth, Christ’s Resurrection Life entered our spirit—it was reborn.
C. Man is a 3-part being and they belong in this order. We are a spirit, we have a soul, and we live in a physical body.
D. Spirit man – contacts the spirit realm.
E. Soul – contacts the intellectual and emotional realm.
F. Body – contacts the physical realm.
3. Genesis 1:26 Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our likeness…
4. John 4:24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship Him in spirit and truth.
A. God is Spirit, and we were created in the God-class of being as the sons of God.
B. God is Spirit. He is NOT a body and He is NOT a mind. We cannot contact God with our bodies or with our minds, but only by our spirit.
C. Man is also a spirit just like God, and we contact God through our spirit man.
D. It is with the heart of man or our spirit man that we believe and have faith in God, not with our intellect or with our bodies.
E. Psychology is the study of the mind that deals with the operation of the mind through the physical senses.
F. As believers we must develop in “spiritology” or the study of our spirit man – the real us, that was recreated IN Christ Jesus.
G. Philemon 1:6 that the sharing of your faith may become effective by the acknowledgment of every good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus.

II. Hidden Man of the Heart
1. Romans 7:22 For I delight in the law of God according to the inward man.
A. The inward man is our spirit man and it is through our spirit that we delight in the Word of God.
B. Our flesh certainly does not and there is a battle that we must fight, and that is to bring our flesh under subjection to our recreated spirit man IN Christ, according to Truth.
2. 2 Corinthians 4:16 For this reason we do not lose heart: Even though our outward man is perishing, yet our inward man is being renewed day by day.
A. The Bible makes a distinction between the outward us (flesh) and inward us (spirit).
B. The “inward man,” or our spirit man has a “soul” but the “inward man” is NOT a soul. 
3. 1 Corinthians 9:27 But I discipline my body and bring it into subjection, lest, when I have preached to others, I myself should become disqualified.
A. Paul calls his body an “it,” separating himself (spirit) from “it.”
B. Paul says “I, my, I myself” to identify himself separately from his body which he refers to a something that the real him the spirit man possesses.
C. Paul say that he does something with his body. “I” bring “it” into subjection. 
D. Subjection to who? The spirit man according to Truth. (John 4:24)
4. Romans 8:5-9 For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. 7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be. 8 So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God. 9 But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.
A. The inward man must govern the outward man and this comes through faith, relying on the Word of God to transform us from the inside out.
5. 2 Corinthians 3:17-18 AMPC Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty (emancipation from bondage, freedom). 18 And all of us, as with unveiled face, [because we] continued to behold [in the Word of God] as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are constantly being transfigured into His very own image in ever increasing splendor and from one degree of glory to another; [for this comes] from the Lord [Who is] the Spirit.
A. Just keep feeding on the Word, confessing in agreement with the Word – this is who I am, this is what I have, and this is what I will do, NOW that I am IN Christ Jesus. 
B. Faith is coming! (Romans 10:17, Philemon 1:6)

III. Revelation Knowledge
1. 1 Corinthians 2:9-14 But as it is written, “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor has it entered into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.” 10 But God has revealed them to us by His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 11 For what man knows the things of a man, except the spirit of man which is in him? Likewise, no one knows the things of God, except the Spirit of God. 12 Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit which is of God, so that we might know the things that are freely given to us by God. 13 These things also we proclaim, not in the words which man’s wisdom teaches, but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 14 But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. 
A. God is Spirit. Man is spirit – one spirit with the Lord, IN Christ. (1 Corinthians 6:17)
B. The Word of God is foolishness to the natural mind and cannot be understood for it can ONLY be spiritually discerned and received by our spirit man from the Spirit of God.
C. When we hear and meditate on the Word of God, we must realize that God is the Word, and that the Word is ALIVE, it is literally God speaking to me, and it contains the faith of God which contains the creative power of God to manifest what He says! (John 1:1, Hebrews 4:12)
D. We must, by faith, take ownership, of every Word that God is speaking to us, for ourselves! That is what it means to have faith in God!
2. John 16:13-14 But when the Spirit of truth comes, He will guide you into all truth. For He will not speak on His own authority. But He will speak whatever He hears, and He will tell you things that are to come. 14 He will glorify Me, for He will receive from Me and will declare it to you.
A. We must learn to depend completely on the Spirit of God to open the Word of God to us, so that we can see ourselves, our families, our situations, our bodies, our finances, the way He sees them.
B. Approach the Word of God by faith asking and expecting Him to reveal it to us. (Pauline Prayers)
C. When we do the faith of God comes, and now in full assurance of faith, we start speaking and acting on the Word, and getting the Word results that He intended for us to live out. 

IV. Faith Food
1. Romans 1:17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith. As it is written, “The just shall live by faith.”
A. I have been commanded to live according to my new nature – Christ IN me – my spirit man according to Truth! (John 4:24)
B. Walking by faith is not optional; but we do have a choice is whether to serve flesh, or God.
2. Matthew 4:4, 10-11 But He answered, “It is written, ‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God.’”
Then Jesus said to him, “Get away from here, Satan! For it is written, ‘You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him only shall you serve.’” 11 Then the devil left Him…
A. Jesus was not speaking of natural bread but of spiritual food.
B. The Word of God is ALIVE and it is faith food to our spirit man!
C. The Word of God sustains and strengthens our spirit man as natural food does our natural man.
3. Hosea 4:6 “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge”
A. Choosing to remain ignorant and faithless once we have been born-again is to make yourself an easy target to the enemy. 
B. The Word of God is Truth and it is our faith food that strengthens our spirit man and gives us peace even in the middle of a storm. 
C. Matthew 8:23-27 – Jesus was asleep in the boat while the disciples where in fear and without Jesus would have most likely perished in that hurricane. 
D. Everyone in this life will encounter storms, the difference is how we face them, and whether or how we will get through them. We can respond as the disciples did or as Jesus did.
E. We must put on the whole armor of God everyday of our lives and never be content with yesterday’s revelation. We need fresh food every day. (Ephesians 6:10-18)

V. Walk by Faith, NOT by Sight
1. Proverbs 3:5 Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and lean not on your own understanding
A. To believe with the heart means to believe apart from what your soul and body may be telling you.
B. The natural or the outward man believes what the physical senses or the body and soul are telling him.
C. Most believers practice this Scripture in reverse. They trust with all their understanding and lean not unto their heart.
D. For example. A person can see and/or feel symptoms of disease or pain in their body. 
E. This same person will most often be quick to tell you about “their symptoms” then ask you to pray for “their symptoms” revealing their natural faith.
F. The issue is they are believing according to the natural realm and they are quick to name them and claim them as being “theirs.”
2. Proverbs 3:7-8 Do not be wise in your own eyes; Fear the Lord and depart from evil. 8 It will be health to your flesh, and strength to your bones.
A. Do NOT be wise with natural knowledge that exalts itself against the Truth. If you do then you are taking sides against God and His Word and you cut yourself off from the Life of it, to manifest itself to you.
B. The spirit man believes and receives the Word of God as the FIRST and FINAL authority in his life, regardless of the feelings or diagnoses.
C. Natural human faith depends entirely on physical evidence such as Thomas’s faith, or lack thereof.
D. However, if you will believe God’s Word FIRST and make it the FINAL authority then the physical evidence will have no choice but to come into alignment with the Living Word!
3. 2 Corinthians 10:3-5 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. 4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 5 casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ
A. If we want to walk in real Bible faith that gets results then the Word of God MUST be superior to any other knowledge, and any other voice.
B. In faith, according to God’s Word I am not denying that symptoms and circumstances exist. 
C. I am denying their right to exist and remain, and believe and receive the Truth – I was healed by His stripes and it is mine, NOW, IN Jesus Name!
4. Hebrews 4:1-3 Therefore, since the promise of entering His rest remains, let us fear lest any of you should seem to come short of it. 2 For the gospel was preached to us as well as to them. But the word preached did not benefit them, because it was not mixed with faith in those who heard it. 3 For we who have believed have entered this rest, as He has said, “As I have sworn in My wrath, ‘They shall not enter My rest.’ ” However, His works have been finished since the creation of the world. 
A. The Word of God, IN Christ Jesus is a finished work.
B. Believer’s labor = enter His rest by mixing faith with what He HAS FINISHED for us IN Christ, while considering NOT the things of this world.
5. Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply your every need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
A. We only need to know in our spirit man that everything we need has already been supplied from before the creation of the world. In KNOWING, this we DO NOT worry and we have NO anxiety. If we do then we are NOT believing.
B. Our hearts take courage and are strengthened in faith as we hear and meditate on the Word, and our confidence in the Word becomes established just like Abraham.
6. Romans 4:20-21 He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strong in faith, giving glory to God, 21 and being fully persuaded that what God had promised, He was able to perform.
A. Remember, if you want to walk by faith, the Word of God must be the FIRST and FINAL authority in your life!
