Weaver’s Writings: Written by Bill Weaver
The Best Defense Against False Teachers

Throughout the New Testament, we are repeatedly warned about false teachers. Jesus
said, "Beware of false prophets, who come to you in sheep’s clothing but inwardly are rav-
enous wolves” (Matthew 7:15). Peter cautioned that “there will be false teachers among
you, who will secretly bring in destructive heresies” (2 Peter 2:1). Paul warned the Ephe-
sian elders that “from among your own selves will arise men speaking twisted
things” (Acts 20:30). Clearly, false teaching has always been a danger to God’s people,
and it continues to be today.

So what is the best defense against false teachers? It's not clever arguments, louder
voices, or simply labeling others as wrong. The best defense is knowing the truth.

When Paul wrote to Timothy, he didn't tell him to spend his time chasing every new
doctrine or argument. Instead, he said, "Continue in what you have learned and have
firmly believed” (2 Timothy 3:14). Then he reminded Timothy that “All Scripture is
breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for train-
ing in righteousness” (v.

16). In other words, the way to recognize what'’s false is to be deeply grounded in what is
true.

Just as bankers train to spot counterfeit money by studying the real bills, Christians
learn to recognize false teaching by knowing God’s Word. The more we study Scripture,
the easier it becomes to identify when something doesn'’t line up with the truth.

But it’s not only about knowledge. Our hearts must be devoted to loving the truth (2
Thessalonians 2:10). A person who loves God’s Word will seek to live by it, not twist it.
When our desire is to honor God rather than win arguments, we guard ourselves from be-
ing deceived by pride or novelty.

The best defense against false teachers isn’t fear or suspicion, it’s faith built on truth.
Let’s hold fast to God’s Word, love the truth deeply, and live it faithfully. Then we’ll be
ready to recognize and resist anything that leads us away from Christ.
