FIRST READING                                                                 Isaiah 2:1-5  
The visionary message presented in this reading focuses on a future 
day when God establishes a universal reign of peace. Divine decisions 
will make war obsolete, and the worshiping community responds: “Let 
us walk in the light of that Lord now!” 
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1 The word that Isaiah son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and Jerusa-
lem. 2 In days to come the mountain of the Lord’s house shall be es-
tablished as the highest of the mountains and shall be raised above the 
hills; all the nations shall stream to it. 3 Many peoples shall come and 
say, “Come, let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, to the house of 
the God of Jacob, that he may teach us his ways and that we may walk 
in his paths.” For out of Zion shall go forth instruction and the word of 
the Lord from Jerusalem. 4 He shall judge between the nations and 
shall arbitrate for many peoples; they shall beat their swords into plow-
shares and their spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not lift up 
sword against nation; neither shall they learn war any more. O house 
of Jacob, come, let us walk in the light of the Lord!

The Lord is with 
you.” 29 But she was much perplexed by his words and pondered what 
sort of greeting this might be. 30 The angel said to her, “Do not be 
afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. 31 And now, you will 
conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you will name him               
Jesus. 32 He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High, 
and the Lord God will give to him the throne of his ancestor David. 33 
He will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there 
will be no end.” 34 Mary said to the angel, “How can this be, since I am 
a virgin?” 35 The angel said to her, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, 
and the power of the Most High will overshadow you; therefore the 
child to be born will be holy; he will be called Son of God.
