· Which of these marks—mind, heart, or soul—do you personally find hardest to cultivate?
· What practices foster “shared soul” relationships in a small group or church body?

Read Philippians 2:3-4
· What two negative attitudes does Paul forbid? 
· What two positive attitudes does he command? 
· How does humility produce harmony in relationships? 
· Why is “looking to the interests of others” essential for unity—not optional?
· Where does selfish ambition most often show up in Christian relationships today?
· What would it look like this week for you to “look to the interests of others” in a specific situation?

Personal Reflection 
· Where have I contributed to disunity by attitude, silence, or action? 
· Where is Christ inviting me to practice humility or helpfulness? 
· Who do I need to encourage, serve, or reconcile with?

Prayer Focus 
· Thank God for the unity we already have in Christ. 
· Confess areas where pride or self-interest have created disunity.
· Ask for renewed hearts of harmony, humility, and helpfulness.
· Intercede for unity in the church (marriages, families, leadership, relationships).
