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I want to begin today with you imagining something for a moment. I want you to imagine this morning a God ripping up a contract. But this isn’t an ordinary contract, it is one that you had unknowingly signed. How? By the careless words you had spoken over yourself.

Have you ever said things like, “I’ll never change”? Or “That’s just the way I am”? Or maybe, “I always mess things up”? Maybe, Things will never change? At the time, they felt like throwaway statements, but in the Spirit, truth is we are making agreements. We are signing documents we don’t even know exist.

When it comes to your story, God is the Author. You should be aware the enemy is eager to weave lies into every single chapter. When you hear those whispers and believe them to be true; you’re making an unholy agreement. These lies we agree to change our perception, our experience of reality, and cause us to begin to live a story that was written by God. 

Truth is this morning, so many Christians are living under “Contracts” they never meant to sign! This morning, I want to share with you how this morning, you can have those agreements torn up! 


The Power of Words
· Proverbs 18:21a
Death and life are in the power of the tongue...

· Proverbs 6:2
... you have trapped yourself by your agreement and are caught by what you said...
*Notice it doesn’t say, “You’ve been trapped by what someone else said.” It says, by what you said.

· James 3:5-10
5 In the same way, the tongue is a small thing that makes grand speeches.
But a tiny spark can set a great forest on fire. 6 And among all the parts of the body, the tongue is a flame of fire. It is a whole world of wickedness, corrupting your entire body. It can set your whole life on fire, for it is set on fire by hell itself.

· Matt. 15:18
But what comes out of the mouth proceeds from the heart, and this defiles a person.

Words are not simply sounds caused by our mouths shaping air passing through our larynx. Words have real power. 
· God spoke the world into being by the power of His words
· Jesus calmed the storm with words. 
· He healed with words. 

Words carry power. They carry agreement. To be clear, human words do not have the power to manifest reality, but our words do more than convey information; they have an impact on people on especially on us. The power of our words can burden one’s spirit, stir up hatred and even violence. Words and can inflict wounds directly. What you speak out of your mouth, often is what you think or believe of yourself and or others. These words can be and are very dangerous and can bring death...

Alternately, words can build up and be life-giving 
· Proverbs 18:21a
The tongue can bring death or life.

· Eph. 4:29
Don’t use foul or abusive language. Let everything you say be good and helpful, so that your words will be an encouragement to those who hear them.
Of all the creatures on this planet, only humans have the ability to communicate through the spoken word. The power to use words is a unique and powerful gift from God.

Now let’s bring this back to us. Many of us, unknowingly have signed contracts with fear, defeat, shame, or lies by simply repeating them over ourselves. Truth is many in here have been held hostage by words you have spoken over spoken over your own lives and you don’t even realize it’s keeping you paralyzed. 

But it’s not just your words. Some of this is bound by words spoken to you, whether by parents, spouses, or even those who you call friends.

Think about this honestly. You’re trapped by repeated phrases like:
· “I can’t do this.”
· “I’ll always struggle.”
· “I’ll never be free.”

Church, words matter. Words create spiritual realities. When we speak them, whether ourselves or over someone else, we are either aligning with heaven or with hell. Take that to the bank. There is power in your words to lift up and bring life, or to tear down and kill.


How the Enemy Exploits Our Agreements
Now, let’s be clear: the devil cannot create. He has no power to invent life, no authority to produce anything original. Only God creates. Only God speaks and worlds appear. But the enemy is a master counterfeiter, a manipulator and distorter of what already exists. He takes what we release with our words and unfortunately, does a pretty good job at weaponizing them against us.

Revelation 12:10 calls him “the accuser of the brethren”. Think about that image for a moment. He is like a crooked lawyer in the courtroom of heaven, standing before God, pointing to the words you and I have spoken and saying, “Look! They agreed with me. They gave me the right. They gave me permission.” He scours our speech for any loose, careless word he can use as evidence to build a case against us.

And here’s the scary part: sometimes, he’s not wrong. We did say it. We did agree with fear, & doubt. We did sign the dotted line.

And here’s the sobering truth—sometimes he’s not wrong. We did say it. We did agree with it. We did speak defeat over our own lives. We did, in effect, sign the dotted line with our confessions of doubt, despair, or self-hatred. We mentioned earlier “Death and life are in the power of the tongue.” Our words matter. They’re not harmless—they’re legal documents in the spiritual realm.


The Cancellation of Such Contracts
Now listen carefully. Many of us this very morning are paralyzed, bound, and even convinced of where you are today is the way it’ll be until you die. You’ve agreed and signed these contracts with your acceptance of the lie and have decided this “is just the way it is”. 

Well, this is the part that makes heaven shout and hell tremble. The accuser’s authority is only temporary. His contracts are only binding until they are brought into the presence of the Cross. The blood of Jesus cancels every agreement that is not of God. 
· Colossians 2:14 says, “He canceled the record of the charges against us and took it away by nailing it to the cross.”

*Let me put it this way: imagine someone steals your signature and forges your name on a loan you never meant to take out. The debt collectors show up at your door, demanding payment. Fear grips your heart. But then the bank president himself shows up, rips the contract in half, and says, “This was never valid. The debt is canceled.”

That’s what Jesus does with every false agreement you’ve made. Every accusation, every counterfeit contract, every whispered lie you unknowingly signed with your words. The moment you bring it to the Cross, it is stamped “Paid in Full” and “Void.” The crooked lawyer loses his case. The accuser is silenced. The contract is shredded, and the enemy’s grip is broken. 

So yes, our words matter. Yes, the enemy exploits our agreements. But praise God, the Cross is greater than any contract, and the blood of Jesus speaks a better word over you than your past confessions of defeat! 


Power of Agreement with Truth
Now here’s the key: if agreement with lies can bind you, then agreement with truth can free you.
· John 8:32
And you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.

Look again at our main scripture Proverbs 18:21. The last portion of that verse says: “The tongue has the power of life and death, and those who love it will eat its fruit.”

Every day you and I are choosing what fruit we will eat—life or death.
· Instead of “I can’t change,” say, “I am a new creation in Christ Jesus.”
· Instead of “I’m not good enough,” say, “I am fearfully and wonderfully made.”
· Instead of “I’ll always be bound,” say, “Whom the Son sets free is free indeed.”

Instead of speaking negative words over your situation, or even over someone else’s life, begin to declare life! Speak words of hope, faith, and truth, and watch how God’s power transforms your circumstances and heals hearts

Truth is just as there is power in agreeing to a lie, there is power in agreement with Truth. When you speak God’s Word over your life, you’re aligning yourself with Gods will and his purpose in your life and destroying the “fake” agreement the enemy is having you focus on! 

Closing:
So how do I break these “contracts” that I’ve agreed to over the past years. Well, as we’ve already mentioned, you’re not “locked” into them and it’s your choice today whether you want to walk out today still in that contract or walk out of here free by tearing that contract up. 

So 1st thing to do is:
· Repent: Ask God to reveal the unholy agreements in your life. If any are found, Acknowledge the careless or negative words you’ve spoken and Say, “Lord, forgive me for agreeing with that lie.”

· Renounce: Renounce your agreement with the lies. Verbally break the contract. Speak out loud: “I renounce every agreement I made with fear, shame, defeat, or lies. "I break agreement with the lie of “Fill in the blank”. It is not true. It has never been true. These lies no longer have authority over me.” I renounce my commitment to it in the authority of Jesus."

· Replace: Start speaking God’s Word. Replace lies with truth. “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.” “I CAN... THROUGH JESUS!”

· Rejoice: Worship and thank God that the contract is canceled, the debt is paid, and you are free today! 

Fam, the enemy may try to wave more contracts in your face tomorrow, but remember, every one of them has been rendered invalid by the blood of Jesus. The Cross has already canceled every single of them!
So today, let us choose our words with intention. Let us align our confession with the Word Gods speaks of us. Let us begin to speak life, blessing, and truth over our lives and the lives of others! Let the church begin to speak in agreement to the Truth! Because when we come into agreement with God’s Word, we don’t just survive—we thrive as we step into freedom, authority, and victory.
