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Have you ever been lost before? Maybe on a road trip, in a new city, or even in a giant store. You thought you knew the way but ended up going in circles. Life can feel like that. Especially today! It seems everyone is searching for the way: the way to happiness, the way to success, the way to peace, the way to God. The problem is their looking in the wrong places...

Today I want to share the Truth about the Way through Life. It is unwise to suggest that assistance or direction is unnecessary as we navigate the complexities of this life. But unfortunately, there are many today that are doing just that...floating through life...No hope, no peace, no joy, and no happiness...Just living life...

A life that follows the sequence of being born, growing up, working, marrying, starting a family, retiring, and eventually passing away can be described as a typical human experience, but what if I were to tell you there’s a better way through this life than just floating by...

In John 14, Jesus’ disciples were troubled because He had just told them He was going away. They wanted to follow, but they didn’t know the way. Then Thomas, always honest and real, said: “Lord, We have no idea where you are going, so how can we know the way?” And Jesus answered with one of the most powerful declarations ever spoken:
· John 14:6-7
6 Jesus told him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one can come to the Father except through me. 7 If you had really known me, you would know who my Father is. From now on, you do know him and have seen him!”

This is not just a memory verse; it is the very foundation for navigating life. 


1. Jesus is the Way
Thomas asked for directions. Jesus didn’t hand him a map. He didn’t give him a formula or a riddle. He gave him Himself.
· Notice Jesus doesn’t say, “I know the way” or “I’ll show you the way.”
· He says, “I AM the way.”

That means if you have Him, you have direction. If you follow Him, you cannot be lost. He, Jesus is the ONLY way to:
· Salvation 
· Acts 4:12
There is salvation in no one else! God has given no other name under heaven by which we must be saved.”
· Purpose 
· Ephesians 2:10
For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

· Peace and Rest 
· Matthew 11:28–29
Then Jesus said, “Come to me, all of you who are weary and carry heavy burdens, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you. Let me teach you, because I am humble and gentle at heart, and you will find rest for your souls.

Think about your GPS. If you don’t follow the voice, you’ll get off track. But as long as you stay connected, it will always reroute you back to the destination. Jesus doesn’t just reroute us, He is the road itself. You can’t get to the Father without walking with Him.


2. Jesus is the Truth
Today’s world is drowning in opinions, half-truths, and lies. Truth is not an opinion, it is a Person.
· Jesus doesn’t just speak truth, He embodies it.
· He is the truth about God—if you’ve seen Him, you’ve seen the Father.
· He is the truth about us—showing us our sin, but also our worth.
· He is the truth about eternity—revealing life beyond death.

When you embrace Jesus as truth, you are no longer swayed by the shifting opinions of culture. His truth is a firm foundation.

In court, witnesses must swear to tell “the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth.” Jesus is the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth. 
· Numbers 23:19 
God is not a man, so he does not lie. He is not human, so he does not change his mind. Has he ever spoken and failed to act? Has he ever promised and not carried it through? 

Truth is, when you build your life on Jesus, you’re standing on the solid rock that never bends, never breaks, and is the only Truth that still stands today.


3. Jesus is the Life
Without Him, life is just as mentioned earlier, mere existence. A daily rut, filled with ups, downs, fears, doubts, etc. With Him, life is abundant, full, and eternal.
· John 10:10
“The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”

Eternal life isn’t just a future promise; it begins the moment you believe. The moment you give your heart to Jesus, life changes. Your eternity changes. You truly began to live life the way we were created to live. 

Not a life of perfectness, but a life that provides joy incomprehensible, peace that shows up in the darkest times, and a strength that appears at your weakest point. Life with Jesus is not measured in years, but in depth, joy, and relationship with God.

In the same way a phone without a charger looks fine for a while, but it eventually dies. we may look alive on the outside. But without Christ truth is, we’re spiritually dead. He is the only source, the only power, to give us life that never ends.


4. The Only Way to the Father
Now here is the part of the message that makes people uncomfortable. Jesus says, “No one comes to the Father except through Me.”

Who does Jesus think he is? He’s seems a bit arrogant, huh? Truth is, that’s not arrogance, it’s clarity. God didn’t give us multiple ladders to climb, multiple roads to test or even different ways to get to Him...He gave us one sure way, His Son.
· If you want forgiveness, it’s through Jesus.
· If you want to know the Father, it’s through Jesus.
· If you want new life and eternal life, it’s through Jesus.

The way is not complicated—it’s through Jesus.


Closing
So what is the truth about the way through life? It’s not a philosophy, it’s not religion, it’s not a political Isle, it’s not a self-help plan. It is Jesus Himself.
· For those here this morning, if you find yourself not knowing the path forward, remember: He is the way.
· For those here this morning, and you find yourself confused by lies, remember: He is the truth.
· For those here this morning, and you find yourself empty or dead inside, remember: He is the life.

Friend, can I speak to your heart this morning, both here in the sanctuary and to those online. You have not heard this message by chance or by accident. It has been a divine invitation to you personally from God. He has given you this morning an opportunity to hear the truth of the way He has desired for your life to be...With Him! 
If you’ve been searching for truth and a way to live life to its fullest, can I encourage you this morning to stop searching everywhere else. The way isn’t out there somewhere in a career, a relationship with another person, a drug, a video game, a bank account, and house, car, or anything this world tries to sell you... it’s right here, in the person of Jesus Christ. This morning, I ask...will you today begin to 
· Trust Him with your past?
· Follow Him in your present?
· Hope in Him for your future?

Deuteronomy 30:15 
“Now listen! Today I am giving you a choice between life and death, between prosperity and disaster.

2 Cor. 6:2b 
Indeed, the “right time” is now. Today is the day of salvation.

If you’re answer is yes, you will never be lost, because when you have Him, you have the truth the way, and life to overcome anything and everything this life may throw through the One greater in you...Jesus.  So, are you ready to live life, truly the way you were supposed too?


Lord Jesus, we thank You that You didn’t just point us to a path but that You are the Way, the Truth, and the Life. Forgive us for the times we’ve wandered, searching in places that only left us empty. Today, we put our trust in You. Lead us when we don’t know where to go. Guide us with Your truth when the world tries to confuse us. Fill us with Your life when we feel weary. And above all, draw us closer to the Father through You. We give You our lives, our steps, and our future. In Your name we pray, Amen.”
