Yesterday we celebrated the life of David Hensley. I could write a library full of ways David impacted the lives of those around him and never do him justice. I am also in no way worthy of doing so. I will say that he and Elizabeth have been pillars of Tusculum Baptist Church. It’s hard to imagine where we would be without them. They have contributed so much to TBC and have mentored others to carry on God’s work. I know that from the first time we attended a service at TBC, they welcomed us and made us feel at home in a way that is so indicative of TBC. I don’t think I’m the only one to say our decision to join this church and serve here was influenced by David and Elizabeth. 

I think if I were to ask David how we can best honor him, he would say to continue serving God’s kingdom here at TBC. He would deflect any compliments with his infectious smile, and give credit to our Savior. So, how can we do that? I am reminded of something another David, our former pastor Dr. David Smith, said. He stated that we would need to grow a lot in order to stay the same size. I got what he was saying, but I don’t think I fully understood it at the time.

Recently, some of our other devoted members of the church got together and revised our church history. It’s now posted on our church website. You should go read it this afternoon. Go to tusculumbaptist.org and click About, then click the History tab. What I found interesting was that in 1964 the membership was 153 and Sunday School attendance was 97. Then I read “From 1965 until 1998, under the leadership of six (6) different pastors, average Sunday School attendance fluctuated between 90 and 140.” In 2006 the average attendance was 170 with around 100 in Sunday School.

Fast forward to today, and the numbers haven’t really changed much have they? I think God rewards our effort to grow this church by making it the exact right size to serve Him best. We will not outgrow God’s plan for TBC. Which means we have to continue to share the Word and invite people here, then welcome them when they arrive. That’s exactly how David Hensley lived his life and how he and Elizabeth both have served this church with a joyful heart.

As Christmas grows upon us, we will have many visitors here. We have children singing this morning, a youth skit this evening, followed by a Cantata. All of these events will attract people here and are great reasons to invite others. We will truly miss David, but may we carry on his loving heart by caring for others and welcoming them with open arms to TBC and leading them to God’s kingdom.
