We must keep telling ourselves — nothing is bigger or more
powerful than God! Nothing can go against the Word of God!

If you get saved, Satan loses your soul... but not your mind
or flesh! These footholds in the mind and flesh are all Satan
has left... and he knows the Holy Spirit is going to convict
you to get rid of these footholds.

As soon as Satan gets a foothold in your life, he immediately
sets about turning the FOOTHOLD into a STRONGHOLD.

How does a foothold grow into a stronghold? FORTIFICATION!
It means REINFORCING...STRENGTHENING...THICKENING.

Remember, Satan cannot take any territory; he just squats
on territory you surrender.

Before you got saved you did not have any conflict with

this...you were doing what made you happy, what you

wanted to do. You did not see Satan as a squatter, or a
land thief.

But when you got saved and the Holy Spirit began to
convict you of these strongholds, you no longer wanted
this stronghold here. It’s time to clean house.

Strongholds have to be torn down, demolished, brick by
brick. But HOW?? With the truth of God’s Word.
