Our 
mission was to do a similar survey to 
the one we carried out in Vanuatu, to 
find out what  language was used in reading 
Scripture. You may have heard about the fighting between Christians and Muslims in 
Nigeria, and the number of refugees we saw sleeping in the streets demonstrated that 
conflict was very real. But we also witnessed church services with someone from a 
Muslim background, still wearing her traditional garb, dancing together with fellow 
Christians. They were singing about how when all tribes follow Jesus together, they sing 
and dance together both here and in Heaven. We witnessed vibrant churches and 
communities changed by the power of God!
