Weaver’s Writings: WriƩen by Bill Weaver 
From Promise to Purpose in 2026 

As we stand at the threshold of 2026, it is natural to look back at the year behind us with grati-
tude and ahead to the year before us with anticipation. For the Pleasant Grove Road church family, 
2025 has been a year of growth and transition. Now, as we prepare to flip the calendar, we are ex-
cited to introduce our congregational theme for the coming year: “From Promise to Purpose – Liv-
ing God’s Mission on the Nature Coast.” 

Our journey begins with the promises of God. From the dawn of time, God has been a promise-
maker and a promise-keeper. Whether it was the covenant with Abraham, the deliverance of Israel, 
or the ultimate gift of His Son, God’s Word is the "anchor of the soul, both sure and stead-
fast" (Hebrews6:19). 

However, a promise is not an end in itself, it is a catalyst. In Ephesians2:10, Paul reminds us: 
"For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand 
that we should walk in them.” When we embrace God’s promises, we find our purpose. We are not 
here by accident, nor are we here merely to wait for heaven. We are "God’s handiwork," specifically 
designed to carry out His mission in the here and now. Our purpose is to take the light we have re-
ceived and reflect it into a world that is often dark and searching. 

The final piece of our theme is a call to local action. God has placed us specifically here, on Flori-
da’s Nature Coast. Our "mission field" isn't just a distant land, it is the neighborhoods of Inverness, 
the waters of the Crystal River, the shops in Lecanto, and the homes right next door to us. 

To live God's mission on the Nature Coast means: 

Intentionality: Looking for opportunities to share the Gospel in our daily rhythms. 
Compassion: Being the hands and feet of Jesus to those in our community who are hurting or in 
need. 
Stewardship: Appreciating the beauty of God’s creation around us and using it as a bridge to talk 
about the Creator. 

In the coming weeks and throughout 2026, we will explore how we can move from simply 
knowing God’s promises to living His purpose. We want every member to feel equipped and ener-
gized to say, "Here am I, send me" (Isaiah6:8). Let’s enter 2026 with a renewed sense of identity. 
We are a people of promise, and because of that, we are a people of profound purpose.
