
The Call to be Different:  
1 Peter 1:13-25 

 
13 Therefore, with minds that are alert and fully sober, set your hope on the grace to be 
brought to you when Jesus Christ is revealed at his coming. 14 As obedient children, do 
not conform to the evil desires you had when you lived in ignorance. 15 But just as he 

who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; 16 for it is written:  
“Be holy, because I am holy.”  (1 Peter 1:13-16) 

 
Who is Peter? 
 

1.​ Peter was one of the earliest followers of Jesus. 
 

2.​ Peter was in Rome when he wrote his letters to the persecuted 
Church. 

 
3.​ Peter lived out his faith not just in words but in action. 

 
How can we live differently? 
 

1.​ We live differently because of the difference Jesus has made in you 
and me (v.13).. 
 

 
How has Jesus made a difference in our lives? 

 
Jesus gives us an eternal and everlasting Hope. 

“Sozo” means “Healing”. 
“Set our hope”. 

 
 

2.​ We live differently to make a difference in this world (v. 14-16). 
 
“do not conform”
