Prayer prompts follow CSB wording & the pattern of the Lord’s prayer in Matthew 6:9-13
Remember the ABC's—Be Audible, Brief, & Clear

REVERENCE ("Your name be honored as holy”—Matthew 6:9)

- Identify and celebrate God’s praiseworthy attributes.
e (ie, he has granted us the hope of heaven (vs. 5); he has brought the gospel to us (vs.
5-6); his gospel is bearing fruit all over the world (vs. 6); he has given us fellowship in the
Spirit (vs. 4, 8); his grace (vs. 6); might (vs. 11), etc.)

- PRAYER PROMPTS (From vs. 3-7, 12)
