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east wind
correction and judgment

strong, violent, scorching, dry wind from the desert, not to cleanse, not to
winnow (Jeremiah 4:11-12), but to destroy. 

Destruction of Kingdom of Judah by Babylon
Plague of locusts in Egypt
Separation of Red Sea brought death to Pharoah & his army
Sun beast on Jonah’s head
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north wind
God's Majesty & Power: 

In Ezekiel's vision, a great whirlwind with fire and glory comes from the north,
symbolizing God's awesome presence and judgment.

Judgment & Invasion: 
The north is often the direction from which invading armies (like Babylon) came,
making the north wind a symbol of impending disaster or God's punishment for
disobedience (Jeremiah 1:14).

Cleansing & Change: 
While sometimes harsh, the north wind also brings cooler, drier air, clearing
away humidity and bringing fresh conditions, as seen in the call to "Awake, O
north wind" in the Song of Solomon (4:16).

Consequences: 
Proverbs 25:23 uses the north wind to illustrate how a backbiting tongue brings
angry looks, showing its power to bring about inevitable results, like rain or
conflict. 
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south wind
Warmth & Heat: Jesus uses it as a common sign for hot weather (Luke 12:55).
Provision & Blessing: The south wind helped bring quail to the Israelites
(Psalm 78:26).
Spiritual Growth & Holy Spirit: Metaphorically represents the Spirit's renewal,
comfort, and the spread of the Gospel (Song of Solomon, Ezekiel 37).
Trials & Judgment: Can signify spiritual testing or the refining power of God's
presence.
Discernment: In Acts 27, it's a wind that initially seems favorable but leads to
trouble, highlighting the need for spiritual discernment. 
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west wind
Relief & Renewal: The west wind is often seen as bringing
moisture and bringing an end to scorching desert winds.
Divine Intervention: It acts as a tool for God's judgment
and deliverance, reversing destructive forces.
Spiritual Discernment: It symbolizes the need to interpret
spiritual signs just as clearly as natural weather patterns.
