a. What does it mean that God began a good work and will carry it on to completion?

b. How can this verse encourage us when we feel discouraged or unfinished in our faith?

4. Shared Experience & Community

a. How does shared hardship strengthen Christian community?


5. Love, Knowledge & Discernment

a. Why do you think Paul connects love with knowledge and depth of insight?

b. How can love without discernment—or discernment without love—be unhealthy?


6. Application

a. Which part of Paul’s prayer do you most need right now: growing love, wisdom, discernment, or fruitfulness.

b. How might this prayer shape the way you pray for others this week?
