                                             Caney Creek Cowboy Church Building/Grounds Use Policy

It is the primary purpose of Caney Creek Cowboy Church to provide a place for the worship of God, however periodically the question arises about using the building / grounds for funerals, weddings, showers, parties, family reunions etc.
In order to be fair to everyone and have no bias in any situation, Caney Creek Cowboy Church leadership has put together the following building and grounds use policy.
Effective 11/01/2025 the following building/grounds use rules are in place.
A completed building / grounds use application form must be received within a reasonable time of the requested use date that allows ample time for evaluation by the church leadership or by the Pastor and elders. Requested date conflicts will default to CCCC planned events taking a priority.
Any and all use of the buildings or grounds for any event ( covered in this document or not ) must receive approval of their application through the church leadership or by the Pastor and elders
Use of building by church members
The use of the building facilities and grounds at Caney Creek is a fringe benefit to active members of the church and their immediate family* for events such as weddings, showers, funerals, parties or receptions etc.
*Caney Creek Cowboy Church “immediate family” is generally accepted to be a parent, son and/or daughter, grandchild of the church member. 

Weddings	
· Only Christian wedding services between one man and one woman will be allowed.
· It is the responsibility of the officiating Pastor to contact the Caney Creek Cowboy Church Pastor before the application receives final scheduling and approval
· Church members and their immediate family may use the building and grounds without charge with prior approval of their wedding application but are required put up a cash cleaning deposit of $275.00 that is refundable when the church designee states the facilities are placed back in their original clean state.
· Non-Church members (must have a connection to 4C) will be charged $1250.00 for use of the church and $250.00 for the use of the fellowship hall with a $350.00 cash cleaning deposit that is refundable when the church designee states facilities are placed back in their original clean state.
· [bookmark: _Hlk213326652]The sound system is not to be used by anyone except trained CCCC sound technician. When CCCC technician are requested, they shall be paid a separate $150.00 per day (max 6 hrs/day) for their time (example a rehearsal one night and wedding the next = $300.) Music to be played must be furnished on a Flash Drive.
· No alcohol ever!!!  No exceptions, anyone not adhering to the zero-tolerance alcohol policy will forfeit their deposit, all paid monies and be asked to vacate the premises immediately.
· No smoking in any building
· No weddings, receptions, or wedding parties are allowed before 2pm on Sunday and not allowed on Wednesday due to our services being held on those days.
· All consumables such as paper plates, cups, napkins etc shall be provided by those having event.
· All decorations and the off grounds disposal, are at the expense and responsibility of the planners of the event.
· Nothing may be attached by any means to the walls of the church building.
· Weddings not performed by CCCC accepted and approved Preachers will not be allowed without prior approval by the CCCC pastor
· Regardless of who performs the event, Jesus will be the center and the gospel will be presented, no exceptions, ie the service must be a Christ centered service.
· The Pastor’s office or the business office will not be available for use at any time.
· The Nursery and Sunday Schools rooms must have an adult (18+) present at all times all Children cannot be left unattended
· Access to or use of the church stage and balcony is not allowed
· Moving of Chairs in the main building is not allowed without the prior approval by an approved CCCC designee. When approved, items moved are to be placed back in their original state upon completion of the event.

Showers, Parties, receptions etc
· Church members and their immediate family may use the fellowship hall at no cost with prior approval of their application
· Non-Church members (must have a connection to 4C) will be charged $450.00 for use of the church and $250.00 for the use of the fellowship hall with a $250.00 cash cleaning deposit that is refundable when the church designee states facilities are placed back in their original clean state.
· A cash cleaning deposit of $275.00 will be collected from anyone using building for non-church related/sanctioned events and returned when building is cleaned to the approval of the church designee.
· No alcohol ever!!!  No exceptions, anyone not adhering to the Zero tolerance policy will forfeit their deposit, all paid monies and be asked to vacate the premises immediately.
· No smoking in any building
· No showers, weddings, receptions, or wedding parties are allowed on Sunday before 2pm and not on Wednesday due to our services being held on those days.
· All consumables such as paper plates, cups, napkins etc shall be provided by those having event.
· All decorations and as previously stated the clean-up and off grounds disposal, are at the expense and responsibility of the planners of the event.
· The Pastor’s office or the business office will not be available for use at any time.
· The Nursery and Sunday Schools rooms must have an adult (18+) present at all times.  Children cannot be left unattended
· Access to or use of the church stage and balcony is not allowed
· Nothing may be attached by any means to the walls of the fellowship wall.
· The fellowship building shall be put back into the condition found prior to receiving the refund on deposit ie.  Chairs and tables returned to their original state and configuration.
· The sound system is not to be used by anyone except trained CCCC sound technician. When CCCC technician are requested, they shall be paid a separate $150.00 per day (max 6 hrs/day) for their time (example a shower one night and an event the next = $300.). Music to be played must be furnished on a Flash Drive.

Funerals and / or visitations
Often, we are contacted about the use of the main church for funeral services due to the size of our worship center.
· We do not charge a fee for the buildings for funerals/ visitations.
· Church members and their immediate families will not be charged for any part of service.
· Non-church members (must have connection to CCCC) will pay a $275.00 refundable cleaning fee that is refundable when the church designee states the facilities are placed back in their original clean state.
· The sound system is not to be used by anyone except trained 4C sound technician. When CCCC technician are requested, they shall be paid a separate $150.00 per day (max 6 hrs/day) of use
· (example a visitation one night and funeral the next = $300.). Music and Slide Shows to be played must be furnished on a Flash Drive.
· Non-church member funerals must either have a funeral director who is responsible for service or a 4C approved Pastor or Speaker must perform service.
· Moving of chairs, tables, stage or sound equipment or church furnishings is not allowed without approval by a CCCC designee.
· The Pastor’s office or the business office will not be available for use at any time.
· The Nursery and Sunday Schools rooms must have an adult (18+) present at all times.  Children cannot be left unattended
· Access to or use of the church stage and balcony is not allowed
· No alcohol ever!!!  No exceptions, anyone not adhering to the zero-tolerance policy will forfeit their deposit, all paid monies and be asked to vacate the premises immediately.
· No smoking in any building
· No funerals or visitations are allowed on Sunday prior to 3pm or Wednesday after 12pm due to our scheduled services being held on those days.
· All consumables such as paper plates, cups, napkins etc shall be provided by those having event.
· All decorations and off grounds disposal are at the expense and responsibility of the planners of the event.
· Caney Creek Cowboy Church is a place of worship to our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and only Christian funerals will be conducted on our location.
Renting of buildings for other uses, general policy and kitchen policy
As already stated our purpose is to provide a place of worship. Caney Creek Cowboy Church is not in the business of renting our facilities or grounds out for non-church related events but we will review the application request and address any requests in the following manner.
1) Any use of the buildings by an outside organization must receive approval of their application though leadership and/or the Pastor and Elders and cleared on the calendar.
2) Previously listed cleaning deposits and usage fees will apply upon approval and permission by the leadership and/or by the Pastor and elders.
3) No alcohol ever!!!  No exceptions, anyone not adhering to the zero tolerance alcohol policy will forfeit their deposit, all paid monies and be asked to vacate the premises immediately.
4) Caney Creek Cowboy Church facilities and grounds are not available to, or for profit making activities or to organizations engaged in partisan political activities.
5) No event is allowed on a recognized holiday. Additional blackout dates may apply.
KITCHEN USE
Kitchen facilities are available to groups under the supervision of the Chuck wagon Team.  Any group desiring to use the church kitchen should designate one member as their representative to make arrangements with the Team Leader of the Chuck wagon Team.  
This representative is responsible for:
· understanding the use of kitchen equipment
· cleaning, drying and storing all dishes and utensils
· eliminate food from drains and clean out sinks
· washing all counter tops and work areas with cleanser
· cleaning all leftovers out of the refrigerator
· using only items purchased specifically for the groups’ use
· cleaning spills
· sweeping floors
· checking all appliances (except Refrigerator and Freezer) to make sure they are turned off
· communicate any problems to the Chuck wagon Team leader
· Outside caterers may use the church kitchen for staging and serving only.
