First Reading: Isaiah 9:1-4

The northern fribes of Zebulun and Naphtali experienced the gloom of
defeat by Assyrian military forces, but they are assured that their condition
will be reversed when God makes a light-filled appearance. The joy they
will experience will resemble celebrations of great harvests, because God
will deliver them from everything that diminishes or oppresses them.

Paul calls on the Corinthians to end their dissensions and share the unified
outlook of the gospel. Discord arises when we forget that we belong not
fo human leaders or institutions but to Christ. Indeed, the unifying word of
the cross of Christ is the center of the gospel and the power of God'’s
salvation.

10Now | appeal to you, brothers and sisters, by the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ, that all of you be in agreement and that there be no divisions
among you but that you be knit together in the same mind and the same
purpose. ' For it has been made clear to me by Chloe's people that there
are quarrels among you, my brothers and sisters. 2What | mean is that
each of you says, “l belong to Paul,” or "I belong to Apollos,” or “I belong
to Cephas,” or “I belong to Christ.” 13Has Christ been divided? Was Paul
crucified for you?
