Weaver’s Writings: WriƩen by Bill Weaver 

What Does Faith in Action Look Like? 

Faith is more than something we believe, it is something we live. 
Scripture consistently reminds us that genuine faith cannot remain idle. James 
writes plainly, “So also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead” (James 
2:17). Faith in action is faith that shows up in everyday life, shaping our words, 
choices, and relationships. 

Faith in action begins with trust in God. When we truly believe His promises, 
we act on them. Abraham obeyed when God called him to go, not knowing where 
he was going (Hebrews 11:8). In the same way, our faith is revealed when we 
follow God’s will even when the outcome is uncertain, confident that He is faith-
ful. 

Faith in action is also seen in love for others. Jesus taught that love for God is 
inseparable from love for people (Matthew 22:37–39). Faith moves us to notice 
needs, to show compassion, to forgive freely, and to serve willingly. Whether it is 
a kind word, a helping hand, or a moment of encouragement, these acts reflect 
the heart of Christ living in us. 

Faith in action includes obedience. Jesus said, “If you love me, you will keep 
my commandments” (John 14:15). Obedience is not about earning salvation, but 
about responding to God’s grace with a life that honors Him. Our faith becomes 
visible when we choose righteousness, pursue holiness, and remain faithful even 
when it is difficult. 

As God’s people, we are called not just to speak about faith, but to demon-
strate it. When faith takes action, God is glorified, hearts are encouraged, and 
the gospel is made visible to the world. May we strive each day to live out a faith 
that can be seen, faith in action.
