MUSIC NOTES

John Gardner’s Five Hymns in Popular Style are a staple of mid-century “light” English church music, a
movement that sought to marry pop music idioms and more traditional choral writing. A traditional hymn
text, spicy harmonies, vital and playful rhythms, and close-knit, pop-like choral textures make Brightest and Best
one of the brightest and best of the set. Canadian Sarah Quartel is one of the most in-demand choral
composers writing today. I Thank Thee, God has all of the warmth and freshness we expect from her language,
and sets a touching poem by Elizabeth Craven (1750-1828). The work was commissioned in 2024 by the
Church of St John the Evangelist in Elora, ON, and our Minister of Music Jonathan Oldengarm was privileged
to play in the first performance.
