SERMON BLESSED ARE THE UNLIKELY PASTOR DAVID YOUNG

1.

In Micah, God makes it clear that God does not want impressive religious performances, but
transformed lives. Where are we tempted to substitute religious activity (being busy, being
proper, being visible) for faithful living (doing justice, loving kindness, walking humbly)?

Jesus begins his sermon by blessing the very people the world usually overlooks. Who are the
“unlikely blessed” in our world today? Where do you see yourself in this list?

Both Micah and Jesus point to a faith that shows up in how we live, not just in what we offer to
God. Where might God be inviting you to move from offering something fo God toward living

differently for God?

Micah sums up the life God desires in three simple phrases: do justice, love kindness, walk
humbly with your God. What would one small, concrete step in that direction look like for you

this week?
