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A HUNGER FOR JUSTICE

n today's first reading, God cries, “O my people, what have | done to you? In
what have | wearied you? Answer me!” (Micah 6:3). The people of God have
forgotten God's deliverance and who God has called them to be. Like a
shrewd prosecutor, God has placed them on trial and is examining their
actions, recounting the signs of mercy and loving kindness shown to them
from generation to generation and searching for a sign that they are living
into who God has called them to be. And so, they are reminded that this is
how you shall live: do justice, love kindness, walk humbly.

A Latin American prayer asks: “Lord, to those who hunger, give bread. And to
those who have bread, give the hunger for justice.” The words of this more
modern-day prayer do not sound so different from the ancient words
spoken by the prophet Micah to God's people. “What does the Lord require
of you,” asks Micah, “but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk
humbly with your God?” (Micah 6:8). The hunger of God’s people has already
been filled by the mercy of God, and so they are called by God to feed the
hunger of others through lives of justice, kindness, and humility.

In the Sunday assembly, God surrounds the gathered people with reminders
of who and whose they are: we splash in the waters of baptism, are brought
to new life in the word, are fed and forgiven through bread and wine. Around
the table, hunger is satisfied, and a hunger for justice is renewed. From the
table, God sends the gathered assembly, blessed and broken, to feed the
hunger of others as, together, we await the fulfillment of the kingdom.
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COMMUNITY ART

The Solanus Casey Center in Detroit, Michigan, has a series of statues of real-
life people who personify each of the beatitudes. The statues include Mother
Teresa (“Blessed are the merciful”), Takashi Nagai (“Blessed are the meek”),
Clement Kern (“Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness”),
Martin Luther King Jr. (“Blessed are the peacemakers”), Jean Donovan
(“Blessed are those who mourn”), Catherine de Hueck Doherty (“Blessed are
the pure in heart”), Oscar Romero (“Blessed are those who are persecuted
for the sake of righteousness”), and Dorothy Day (“Blessed are the poor in
spirit”). A virtual tour with videos about these beatitudes statues and the
people who inspired them is available at www.solanuscasey.org under the
Solanus Casey Center drop-down menu.

THOUGHTS FOR THE DAY

The beatitudes from Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount have sometimes been used as
“shoulds”—you should be meek, pure in heart, a peacemaker, so that you will
receive a blessing from God. But Jesus’ words offer us an opportunity to see how
God blesses those who are doing their best to live out their faith in an imperfect
world. We are all the people Jesus names, at one time or another. God blesses us as
we go about our lives sharing Jesus’ love to a world that desperately needs it.

In most of the standard Sundays after the Epiphany and after Trinity Sunday, Year A
reads through significant passages in the gospel of Matthew. Most of the Sermon on
the Mount is appointed. Jesus Christ has come among us, and Christians are called
to adopt the transformed life described in the Sermon on the Mount.
