Spotlight on Philippians 1:27-29 
27 “Whatever happens, conduct yourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of 
Christ. Then… I will know that you stand firm in the one Spirit, striving together as 
one for the faith of the gospel 28 without being frightened in any way by those 
who oppose you. 29 For it has been granted to you on behalf of Christ not only to 
believe in him, but also to suffer for him. 
 



Advancing the Gospel together through… 
1. Character – conduct yourselves in a manner… (inside out, not outside in) 
2. Courage – stand firm… without being frightened (fear God, not man) 
3. Crisis – it has been granted for you to suffer (DNA of the ChrisPan faith)

Philippians 1 Key Thoughts 

1. JOY - Joy is a decision. For Paul, joy was not just an aVtude, it was a 
declaraPon of faith. Joy is a decision. 

2. CONVICTION - Belief is to Boot Camp as ConvicPon is to BaXlefield 
3. FEAR - When we fear God, fear of man (and all other fears) fade.
