· What is the difference between envy and jealousy?
· Is envy ever ok? Why or why not?
· Is jealousy ever ok? Why or why not?
· Read Exodus 34:10-15
· What is the gist of God’s command here?
· Why is it significant that God says He’s jealous twice in once sentence?
· What do you think it means that He says His name is Jealous?
· What are the sort of things God gets jealous of?
· Alan Cole says that this jealousy springs from “the uniqueness of God (who is not one among many)”. What does it mean that God is “not one among many” and how does jealousy spring from this?
· Cole says that this jealousy also springs from “the uniqueness of His relationship with Israel”. What does that mean? And how does God’s jealousy spring from this?
· Timothy Keller says that “An idol is something that we look at and say, in our hearts, 'If I have that, then I’ll feel my life has meaning'... Anything can be an idol, and everything has been an idol." 
· How is idolatry believing something other than God can be the primary source of meaning in your life? 
· Does this mean that other things (i.e. relationships, career, family, etc) shouldn’t give meaning to your life? What is the balance? 
· How can anything be an idol?
· What are some idols in your life?
