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After Moses died, Israel needed a new leader to take them into the

Promised Land. God had already chosen Joshua. Remember, Joshua

Taking over Moses’ role
as leader would not be an easy task. His job came with great

responsibility. Joshua may have felt overwhelmed and frightened by what
was to come, but God encouraged him. God promised to be with Joshua

wherever he went. 
Joshua had a big job, but he was ready for the work because he trusted
God as his helper and guide. Joshua went to the leaders in Israel and

told them to get ready because in three days, they would cross over the
Jordan River and prepare to possess the land. The people were ready to

obey Joshua. They were ready because they believed that God had
chosen Joshua as their leader. The people trusted Joshua and God.
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
