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About the Transfiguration of Our 
Lord 

The Transfiguration confirms “the prophetic 
word … to which you will do well to pay attention 
as to a lamp shining in a dark place” (2 Peter 
1:19). The divine glory of Jesus is manifested in 
the word of His apostles, who were 
“eyewitnesses of his majesty” (2 Peter 1:16). “He 
was transfigured before them, and his face 
shone like the sun” (Matt. 17:2). Moses and 
Elijah witnessed the fulfillment of the Old 
Testament in this Lord Jesus, and the Father 
testified concerning Him: “This is my beloved 
Son, with whom I am well pleased” (Matt. 17:5). 
By His own blood, shed on the cross, Jesus 
makes and seals the new covenant with us. 
Hence, “the appearance of the glory of the Lord” 
is no longer “like a devouring fire” (Ex. 24:17), but 
it is graciously revealed in His own body. As 
“Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the 
elders of Israel” went up the mountain with 
Moses and “beheld God, and ate and drank” (Ex. 
24:9, 11), we also behold the Lord our God in 
Christ Jesus, and we abide with Him as we eat 
and drink His body and blood at the altar. 

Holy Communion at Trinity 
The Lord’s Supper is joyfully received here 
today. Our Lord delivers His true body and blood 
into our mouths in, with, and under the bread 
and wine. For those with faith in the Lord’s 
words, the sacrament forgives sins, strengthens 
faith, and unites us to the Lord and with one 
another. All members in good standing of The 
Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod have publicly 
confessed this sacred gift and its benefits and 
are encouraged to commune. Other guests 
wishing to join our confession and receive this 
sacrament are asked to meet with a pastor in 
the weeks before communing. Those who 
receive the sacrament should examine 
themselves according to Christ’s bidding (1 
Corinthians 11:28) and come to the table 
rejoicing, knowing that the Lord meets them 
with joy. 
Those coming to the altar for a blessing rather 
than the Holy Supper are asked to cross their 
arms over their chest. We offer gluten-free 
wafers. The cups in the center of the trays are 
filled with diluted wine for those who are 
sensitive to alcohol.
